	Item 1: WAMIP’s statement to the United Nations Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues

The United Nations Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues meets at “a historic crossroads,” Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon told the opening session on 21st of April  as some 3,300 participants from around the world converged on UN Headquarters in New York for the two-week event. Last year’s adoption by world leaders of the landmark UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples means this year’s Permanent Forum – established in 2000 – is taking on a new role, Mr. Ban said in a video message. “You will work to translate the Declaration into a living document at the national and international levels,” he said. “As you do, you will promote the UN development agenda and its vision of development for all. This includes the poorest and most vulnerable, a group to which many indigenous peoples belong.”

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	Item 2: International Expert Group Meeting on Indigenous Peoples and Climate Change 

(posted to traditional knowledge bulletin 21 Apr 2008)
From 2 – 4 April 2008, the United Nations University - Institute of Advanced Studies (UNU-IAS) in conjunction with the Secretariat of United Nations Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues (UNPFII) and the North Australia Indigenous Land and Sea Management Alliance (NAILSMA), convened an International Expert Group Meeting on Indigenous Peoples and Climate Change in Darwin, Australia.
Relevant themes for the meeting included:

· Outlining the effects of climate change on indigenous peoples

· Adaptation measures to climate change;

· Carbon projects and carbon trading; and

· Factors that enable or obstruct indigenous peoples’ participation in the climate change processes.

Discussions under several items made reference to the value of traditional knowledge, including: ways that indigenous peoples could be involved in programs that support community level mitigation and adaptation measures and at the same time recognize the value of traditional knowledge of indigenous peoples that has enabled them to maintain and interact with their environment in a sustainable way; the collective rights of indigenous peoples to their traditional knowledge; and that climate change and climate change response activities may result in an increased respect for and valuing of traditional knowledge.

The Expert Meeting made several recommendations relevant to TK (to be considered at the Seventh Session of the UNPFII), including: 

· that States and other organisations incorporate into education systems traditional knowledge and impacts of climate change on indigenous peoples (Recommendation #8);

· that States acknowledge the role and value of learning from indigenous knowledge about climate and weather, as recognised in the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change’s (IPCC) Fourth Assessment Report (2007) (Recommendation #10);

· that the UNPFII welcome the initiative of UNU-IAS in establishing a centre devoted to Traditional Knowledge and urge the Australian Government to support this initiative (Recommendation #12);

· noting the report of the International Expert Meeting on Responses to Climate Change for Indigenous and Local Communities and Their Impact on Their Traditional Knowledge Related to Biological Diversity – the Arctic region, facilitated under the auspices of the Convention on Biological Diversity, in Helsinki, 25-28 March 2008, as a useful contribution with broad ranging implications, to discussions concerning indigenous peoples and climate change and that the report be broadly distributed and made available to the 7th session of the UNPFII for its full consideration (Recommendation #13); and

· that UNPFII urge indigenous academics, scientists and traditional knowledge holders to come together to consolidate their knowledge and experiences in climate change science and bring the results of their processes to the attention of the UNPFII, the IPCC and UNFCCC (Recommendation 15g);

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	Item 5:  Finland’s Sami Fear Assimilation

HELSINKI, FINLAND, Inter Press Service - 7 April 2008: There are growing concerns among the Sami people in Finland that their traditional way of life as an indigenous people is under threat. The Sami are recognised in the Finnish Constitution as an indigenous people. They have an elected parliament that handles their affairs, and have the right to receive services in their own language. But parts of the state administration do not pay attention to the constitutional recognition, says Martin Scheinin, professor of international law at the Åbo Academy in Turku city, 170km from capital Helsinki. Scheinin says the Sami way of life is threatened significantly by competing usage of land — often by the government itself — through cutting down forests. This destroys pastoral lands of the reindeer, and besides the harm done to reindeer herding, brings social and emotional stress. The Sami are an indigenous people of Northern Europe inhabiting mostly Sweden, Norway and Finland, with an estimated population of about 100,000. About 8,000 of them live in Finland. Hundreds of Sami families are involved in reindeer herding, their traditional source of livelihood. But the process of assimilation means many of the Sami have taken on the lifestyle of other Finns.

Ítem 10: Ganadería indígena y formas de vida en áreas marginales De ‘destructores del ambiente’ a custodios de la biodiversidad: ¿Cómo pueden los propietarios de ganado cambiar su imagen?

En Europa, la ganadería (o pastoreo) es ahora conocido como esencial para conservar la biodiversidad así como para mantener la atracción en los paisajes culturales. Pero en muchos otros países, la ganadería es aún considerada como hostil para la conservación de la naturaleza, más aún partiendo de los esquemas como el UNCCD, que considera dicha actividad como responsable de causar el desgaste y la desertificación de las tierras. ¿Cómo podemos cambiar estas concepciones atrasadas? ¿Cómo podrían los ganaderos en los países subdesarrollados lograr el reconocimiento en su rol de conservadores de especies en los sistemas agrícolas? ¿Qué podemos aprender de la experiencia europea? ¿Cómo podrían modificarse los parámetros y políticas actuales de las instituciones, para cambiar la concepción de “un daño generado por el ganado” a generadores de la diversidad y preservadores de la naturaleza? ¿Cómo podrían los científicos ayudar a los pastores a defender sus esfuerzos?

The League for Pastoral People organizes a workshop at the Planet diversity, World Congress on the Future of Food and Agriculture. The purpose of the workshop “Indigenous livestock breeds and livelihoods in marginal areas. From ‘destroyers of the environment’ to custodians of biodiversity: How can pastoralists change their image?” is to arrive at a strategy for changing the image of pastoralism among major policy-makers and to develop ideas for mechanisms that would support and strengthen the official role of pastoralists in conservation. In Europe, pastoralism is now acknowledged as essential for conserving biodiversity and retaining the attraction of cultural landscapes. But in many other countries, pastoralists are still seen as inimical to nature conservation and within major international frameworks, such as the UNCCD, they are held responsible for causing overgrazing and desertification. The workshop addresses questions such as:  How can we change these outdated opinions? How can pastoralists in developing countries achieve recognition for their role in conserving breeds an agro-ecosystems? What can we learn from the European experience? How would institutional set ups and policy frameworks have to change to harness the potential of mobile livestock keeping for nature conservation? How can scientists support pastoralists and their advocacy efforts?

L'enseignement et la formation en élevage et médecine vétérinaire répondent à quatre enjeux majeurs : ils s'inscrivent dans les mandats fondamentaux du Cirad, ils structurent un réseau d'acteurs - chercheurs et professionnels du développement - qui partagent des approches et des méthodes communes, ils permettent de diffuser auprès des acteurs du développement les savoirs que les chercheurs du Cirad produisent, ils correspondent à une demande des partenaires du Cirad que ce soit des structures de recherche ou des institutions de développement. 

En réponse aux besoins identifiés tant au niveau de formations diplômantes que de formations modulaires, une offre d'enseignement et de formation est proposée chaque année dans le domaine de la production animale comme dans celui de la santé animale ( Programme 2008). 	Item 15: CMI Working Paper: Transforming Pastoralism: A Case Study of the Rufa'a al Hoi Ethnic Group in the Blue Nile State, Sudan. Abdel Ghaffar M. Ahmed (2008) 

The pastoral sector in Sudan in general and in the Blue Nile State in particular has been marginalized and impoverished as a result of detrimental state policies, deteriorating environmental conditions and encroaching civil war. In order to survive these assaults, poor households among the Rufa'a al Hoi ethnic group were the first to settle and engage in activities only remotely related to the pastoral sector. Although they did so to survive, they found that their circumstances actually improved by gaining access to a number of services previously unavailable to them, such as education, health clinics and clean water. Contrary to the conventional wisdom--that pastoralists forced to settle then accumulate capital in order to return to their pastoral livelihood--these particular Rufa'a households found their quality of life better in their new circumstances and did not attempt to return pastoralism. In recent years, such choices attracted other pastoralists from the same ethnic group, even well-to-do households, to settle, engage in agriculture and small business, keep some of their livestock on the move with herders and transform their way of life, having in mind the benefits that might accrue to future generations.

	Item 16: Food for Thought: Livestock Feeding Support during Drought. Pastoralist Livelihoods Initiative Policy Brief Number 2 November 2007. Feinstein International Center

A livelihoods-based drought response in pastoralist areas could aim to protect key livestock assets and support rapid rebuilding of herds after drought. One aspect of developing such as response requires decision makers to understand the relative importance of different causes of livestock mortality during drought. For example, if most animals die from disease, then it makes sense to invest in veterinary care. However, not only is overall livestock mortality difficult to measure, until recently very little information was available on specific causes of livestock death during drought.
