	Past events

	Item 1: Thirteenth meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA 13) was held from 18 to 22 February 2008, at FAO in Rome

Article 25 of the Convention on Biological Diversity establishes an open-ended intergovernmental scientific advisory body known as the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA). SBSTTA is a subsidiary body of the Conference of the Parties (COP) and is to report regularly to the COP on all aspects of its work. Its functions include: providing assessments of the status of biological diversity; assessments of the types of measures taken in accordance with the provisions of the Convention; and respond to questions that the COP may put to the body. This has been the 13th meeting of SBSTTA the 12 times prior meetings produced a total of 129 recommendations to the Conference of the Parties, some of which have been endorsed in full by the latter. Such endorsement makes these recommendations de facto decisions of the Conference of the Parties. Parts of other recommendations have also been endorsed, and many others have been taken up in modified form. 

SBSTTA 13 conducted in-depth reviews of the CBD work programmes on agricultural biodiversity and forest biodiversity, and addressed scientific and technical issues of relevance to the implementation of the CBD’s 2010 target to achieve a significant reduction in the rate of biodiversity loss relating to marine and coastal biodiversity, inland waters biodiversity, invasive alien species, and biodiversity and climate change. The meeting also considered the modus operandi for addressing new and emerging issues relating to the conservation and use of biodiversity. SBSTTA 13 adopted seven recommendations, which will be forwarded to COP 9.

	Item 3: MS-TCDC Training Centre for Development Cooperation in Eastern and Southern Africa: Two Weeks Training course on Pastoralism & Policy Options in E. Africa

Schedule: 1-12/09/2008 and 13- 24/10/2008

IIED and RECONCILE in collaboration with MS Training Centre for Development Cooperation have designed a training course on Pastoralism and Policy in East Africa. The training has been designed within the context of the regional programme on Reinforcement of pastoral civil society in East Africa.  It specifically targets leaders of pastoral civil society and other pastoral policy advocates as well as government, donor and NGO staff and other practitioners responsible for implementing development policy at the local and national level. A shorter course targeting senior government and donor policy makers including Members of Parliament is in preparation.

Course Objectives:

At the end of the course, participants’ will have improved their capacity to inform and influence national and regional policies to improve pastoral livelihoods in East Africa, particularly on issues of access to and control over natural resources, livestock health and trade and regional and global integration.

Course Content:

The training course consists of three modules: 

· Module one focuses on the dynamics of pastoral systems in East Africa. It shows how pastoralism is a “system” regulated by ecology and complex modes of social, political and economic organisation with livelihoods strategies well adapted to dry lands environments. 

· Module two analyses the policy challenges and options for pastoralism in East Africa. The module analyses how past policies have either alienated pastoral land for other uses and/or tried to modernise pastoral systems; nearly all with disastrous effects. On the basis of the lessons from past experience, the module analyses current reforms with respect to land and natural resource management within the context of national poverty reduction strategies, decentralisation and increasing privatisation and foreign investment.

· Module three focuses on advocating for change and supports participants to develop an advocacy strategy for their specific country. 

Training Pedagogic Approach:
The training is based on the principle of self-discovery by participants assisted by course “trainers” who deliver additional information only when necessary, rather than on conventional top-down teaching approaches based on the trainer imparting knowledge to participants. 

Target Group: This course is designed for leaders of pastoral civil society groups; policy makers including government and donors at local, regional and national levels; project staff, researchers, Members of Parliament and other key actors from the public and private sectors.

	Item 4:  id21 insights, Issue #72, February 2008. Lead article: The growing demand for livestock. Will policy and institutional changes benefit poor people? 

As global demand for meat and milk increases, many policies focus on promoting international trade in livestock and livestock products. How does this affect the community-based livestock services that poor people use, and who will benefit from the expanding global markets? In all developing countries, people live side by side with livestock. Animals are reared in nearly all ecosystems, from arid high-mountain zones to low-lying deserts. People benefit from livestock in many ways:

Livestock are used for food, income and draught power. Their skins are used for housing, clothing and household utensils and their dung is used for fuel and manure. 

Livestock often provide a substantial proportion of household wealth; they are the key asset in many dryland environments. 

For poor families with just a few chickens or goats, livestock-derived foods (such as eggs and milk) are an important source of nutrition, especially for children and mothers. 

The 2008 World Development Report on Agriculture surveyed 14 countries and noted that most rural households, and 40 percent of the poorest households, own livestock. The World Bank estimates that livestock are the main livelihood asset for up to 200 million pastoralists and agropastoralists in arid and semi-arid environments worldwide. Furthermore, 35 to 90 million of these people are extremely poor.

	Item 6: EALÁT, a Reindeer Herders Vulnerability Network Study within the context of the International Polar Year 2007-2008

The International Council for Science (ICSU) and WMO recently launched the International Polar Year (IPY) 2007- 2008, which will involve scientists from 63 nations and a broad range of disciplines. The official IPY 2007- 2008 observing period is from 1 March 2007 until 1 March 2009 in order to include a complete annual cycle of observations in the Arctic and in Antarctica. IPY 2007-2008 builds on a 125-year history of internationally coordinated study of polar regions, extending back to the first and second IPYs (1882-1883 and 1932- 1933), sponsored by the International Meteorological Organization (WMO’s predecessor). IPY 2007-2008 marks the 50th anniversary of the International Geophysical Year (1957-1958), which ICSU and WMO co-sponsored.

A total of 228 projects, including 57 addressing education and outreach, have been formally endorsed as IPY activities by the ICSU/ WMO Joint Committee as of June 2007 (http://www.ipy.org/). The IPY core participants are self-organizing groups of researchers, international organizations and consortia of national governmental and non-governmental agencies. An overview of planned IPY 2007-2008 activities by the ICSU/ WMO Joint Committee for IPY based on the research plans and objectives of endorsed projects can be found in the Scope of Science for IPY 2007- 2008 (Allison et al., 2007) IPY 2007-2008 will leave a legacy of observing sites, facilities and systems to support ongoing polar research and monitoring as the basis for observing and forecasting change. The Polar Year will strengthen international coordination of research and enhance international collaboration and cooperation in Polar Regions, including that among scientists, local residents, and their institutions of scholarship, education, health and environmental protection.

EALÁT is a Reindeer Herders Vulnerability Network Study and is a project that examines reindeer pastoralism in the light of climate change. Ealát is Sámi word with a multi layered meaning. Ealát signifies  'Pasture', but related words Eallu means 'Herd' while Eallin means 'Life' in the Sámi language. The primary research institution in EALÁT is the Sámi University College-Nordic Sámi Institute (SUC-NSI). A wide number of other research institutions are involved in the project, along with the Association of World Reindeer Herders (WRH) and the International Centre for Reindeer Husbandry. All these bodies are located in the heart of the Sámi region, Guovdageaidnu-Kautokeino, Norway. EALÁT focuses on the adaptive capacity of reindeer pastoralism to climate variability and change and, in particular, on the integration of reindeer herders’ knowledge in the study and analysis of their ability to adapt to environmental variability and change. Reindeer pastoralism, ancient in origin in all its forms, represents models in the sustainable exploitation and management of northern terrestrial ecosystems that is based on generations of experience accumulated, conserved, developed and adapted to the climatic and political/economic systems of the north. Reindeer herders’ traditional knowledge needs to be documented now before much of their understanding is lost owing to the societal/cultural transformations associated with globalisation. 
Reindeer have major cultural and economic significance for indigenous peoples of the North. The human-ecological systems in the North, like reindeer pastoralism, are sensitive to change, perhaps more than in virtually any other region of the globe, due in part to the variability of the Arctic climate and the characteristic ways of life of indigenous Arctic peoples. High sensitivity not withstanding, little is known about the vulnerability of such systems to change. Understanding and measuring vulnerability requires assessment of systems’ ability to adapt to impact and the extent to which freedom to adapt is constrained.

The EALAT research project is divided across many institutions and organisations in several countries. At the core of the project are 7 'Work Packages', which are self contained areas of research and invesigation that cover the wide range of issues that EALAT addresses:

· WP 1 - Identification of Local Climate Conditions Important for Reindeer Herding and Development of Basic Climate Scenarios 

· WP 2 - Customisation of pasture conditions for reindeer pastoralism 

· WP 3 - Reindeer herders’ knowledge: codifying and communicating coping mechanisms 

· WP 4 - Social and economic adaptation - institutions and governance as constraints and opportunities 

· WP 5 - Reindeer: Consequences of Climate Variability and Change 

· WP 6 - Reindeer Welfare and Nutrition: Herders’ Observations and Scientific Data

· WP 7 - Synthesis: Assessing Vulnerability

	Item 7: UN Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity, COP 9, in Germany in 2008, 19 to 30 May 2008 

From 19 to 30 May 2008 Germany will host the 9th meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity. With Germany as chair, the global community will discuss measures against the ongoing destruction of nature over the coming weeks. Time is running out: at the World Summit in Johannesburg, heads of state and government from all over the world agreed to at least slow down the rapid loss of biological diversity by 2010 (2010 target). 

The key international instrument for the protection of biological diversity is the UN Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), which is one of the three agreements under international law that were passed at the UN Conference on Environment and Development in Rio de Janeiro in 1992. The CBD is not a traditional convention on the protection of species. It rather covers the entire area of protection and sustainable use of biological diversity with regard to habitats, species and genes. The political focus is in particular on the protection and sustainable use of forests and marine eco-systems. 

However, the agreement also covers a number of less fashionable habitats which are also important for the global balance of nature, such as drylands and inland waters. Furthermore, the CBD has become a major platform to discuss the relationship between the international trading system and multilateral environmental agreements as well as an important instrument to promote the rights of indigenous peoples. Another fundamental aim of the Convention is to create an equitable benefit sharing from the use of genetic resources. 

The approximately 190 Parties to the CBD convene every two years. These conferences are the highest–level decision-making body of the Convention. In addition to the national delegations, a broad spectrum of environmental and development organisations participate actively in the UN conferences. A total of about 4,000 participants and observers took part in the last few events. For the upcoming meeting in Germany about 5,000 participants are expected. 

WISP is planning to attend the CBD with a side event on Pastoralism and the CBD in support of the discussion of biodiversity of dry and sub-humid lands, the ad Hoc Open-ended Working Group on Article 8 (j), as well as the Ad Hoc Open-ended Working Group on Protected Areas and the presentation of the report on the first International Technical Conference on Animal Genetic Resources for Food and Agriculture, held in Interlaken, Switzerland, from 3 to 7 September 2007.

	Item 12: The Ecosystem Grants Programme (EGP) of IUCN NL funds projects of local organizations in the South that link ecosystem conservation and poverty issues.

The Ecosystem Grants Programme (EGP) is part of the ‘Ecosystems and Human Well-being programme’ developed in cooperation with the Dutch IUCN members and Government and in alignment with the IUCN Global Program. EGP financed projects are developed and implemented by local non-governmental organizations (NGOs). 

Until 2006, the IUCN NL managed three ecosystem-based programmes: one for tropical rainforests (TRP), one for wetlands (SWP), and one for dry ecosystems (DAS). The EGP replaces these three programmes and also includes the sector-related Tourism & Biodiversity  Fund (TBF).
The EGP is directly related to Millennium Development Goal (MDG) 1 (‘eliminate extreme poverty and hunger’), and to MDG 7 (‘ensure environmental sustainability’). The programme is based on the Ecosystem Approach as adopted by the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD). 

The EGP contributes to the following overall goal:
‘To reverse trends of ecosystem degradation and loss in the South, and the subsequent impoverishment of vulnerable groups in society, through the sustainable use and conservation of ecosystems for the benefit of present and future generations.’
