	Item 1: United Nations Climate Change Conference in Bali 3-14 December 2007

The Conference, hosted by the Government of Indonesia, took place at the Bali International Convention Centre and brought together more than 10,000 participants, including representatives of over 180 countries together with observers from intergovernmental and nongovernmental organizations and the media. The two week period included the sessions of the Conference of the Parties to the UNFCCC, its subsidiary bodies as well as the Meeting of the Parties to the Kyoto Protocol. A ministerial segment in the second week concluded the Conference. 

The conference culminated in the adoption of the Bali roadmap, which charts the course for a new negotiating process to be concluded by 2009 that will ultimately lead to a post-2012 international agreement on climate change. Ground-breaking decisions were taken which form core elements of the roadmap. They include the launch of the Adaptation Fund as well as decisions on technology transfer and on reducing emissions from deforestation. These decisions represent various tracks that are essential to achieving a secure climate future.

A Bali près de 190 pays participaient à la 13ème conférence des Parties à la convention de Rio sur le climat (COP13) et la 3ème réunion des Parties au protocole de Kyoto (COP/MOP3). Ils se sont mis d’accord sur le lancement official des négociations pour la relève de l’après Kyoto, post 2012. Compromis adopté à la dernière minute, le plan d'action de Bali esquisse les moyens de négocier à l'avenir. Le plan de Bali est destiné à permettre la négociation d'un nouvel accord qui remplacera le protocole de Kyoto lors de son arrivée à expiration en 2012. Depuis la mise en application de ce protocole, des données scientifiques alarmantes ont poussé les pays à s'attaquer avec urgence à la question des activités de l'homme causant le réchauffement climatique.

And yet, the international response fails to reflect the seriousness of the situation. Development Marketplace (DM) is a competitive grant program administered by the World Bank and supported by various partners that identifies and funds innovative, early-stage projects with high potential for development impact. The DM2008 competition is looking for early-stage, innovative ideas with potential for high impact in promoting Sustainable Agriculture for Development.
Proposals are welcome from all innovators: civil society groups, foundations and development agencies in the country of implementation can submit their ideas. Other applicants – individuals, government entities and businesses – can also apply, but only if they work with a local partner.

	Item 10:  “African Farmers’ Strategies for Coping with Climate Change” scriptwriting competition
Developing Countries Farm Radio Network (DCFRN) and the Technical Center for Agricultural Cooperation (CTA) invite African scriptwriters to participate in the “African Farmers’ Strategies for Coping with Climate Change” scriptwriting competition. The competition is open to African radio organizations, including broadcasters, production organizations, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) with a radio project, and farmers’ associations with a radio show. 
Writers are invited to submit a radio script on one of the following themes related to climate change:

· water and soil management; 

· cropping strategies emphasizing drought-resistant plants; 

· livestock management practices; 

· fisheries and agroforestry; and 

· other original topics related to coping with climate change and not listed above. 

To assist radio practitioners with producing the radio scripts, a climate change resource kit, guide to writing radio scripts, and coaching and mentoring on scriptwriting is available through the competition website. Participants can use any of the following script formats: interviews, spots, discussion between two hosts, drama (with different characters), or a story (told by one or two narrators). Examples of the different script formats can be found on the competition website. Participants are encouraged to include an audio file with their script; however, this is not a requirement. Edirol R-09 digital audio recorders will be awarded to the top 15 radio scriptwriters.

Application Information:

The script is to be prepared with input from local people (especially farmers). It must be between 500-2,000 words, include background notes about the topic and production notes for broadcasters. References to information sources used to prepare the script (i.e. farmers, agricultural institutions, NGOs, documents, etc.) must be included.

The scripts will be reviewed by an international panel of judges. The top 15 entries will receive high quality digital audio recorders. The winners will be announced in May 2008 and will be profiled on the competition website. The winning scripts will be published and distributed by CTA and DCFRN. All entrants will receive feedback on their scripts.

Entries must be received no later than March 15 2008.

	Item 11: The Women's Leadership Scholarship (WLS) program creates educational opportunities
The Women's Leadership Scholarship (WLS) program creates educational opportunities for women activists, grassroots leaders and organizers from the Global South and/or from indigenous groups. This scholarship supports study, research and leadership training to assist women in their pursuit of solutions to the critical social, environmental, health and economic problems facing their countries and communities.

The selection committee awards four to eight scholarships a year and recipients may enroll in programs of study at accredited institutions worldwide that cover a range of human rights and development issues at the non-doctoral graduate level including gender, reproductive health, HIV/AIDS, child exploitation, human trafficking, infant and maternal mortality, conflict resolution, environmental justice, global fair trade, agro-ecology and sustainable development. 
Scholarship recipients are awarded $25,000 per academic year for a maximum of two years, helping recipients meet the costs of tuition, fees, books, educational supplies, housing, maintenance and travel to and from the home country and the educational institution. 

Eligible candidates include women leaders from the Global South and/or from indigenous groups who also meet the following criteria:

· Commitment to grassroots organizing and the needs of their communities 

· Proof of a bachelor's degree or equivalent or a higher degree 

· Three years work experience dealing with critical human rights concerns or other social, educational or health conditions negatively affecting their communities 

· Acceptance into a non-doctoral graduate program at an accredited university for full-time study/research related to their work experience in human rights, sustainable development and/or public health 

· Evidence of financial need for educational support 

· Intention to return to their home countries to work, utilizing training and research acquired in the study program 

Pre-applications for the 2008-2009 academic year will be accepted until March 14, 2008 on the WLS website or by request from info@nativeleaders.org. You are encouraged to submit your pre-application materials early. Those who submit their pre-application materials near the March 14th deadline risk leaving some of their materials ineligible for full review by the committee.

	Item 12: Latest report from the Feinstein International Center): Angering Akuju--Survival and Suffering in Karamoja Report on Livelihoods and Human Security in the Karamoja Region of Uganda, December 2007 

Karamoja is the poorest and least developed region of Uganda. The population experiences chronic food insecurity, little access to basic services, the weakening of traditional livelihood systems, ongoing insecurity, human rights violations and a near complete lack of law and order institutions. Armed raiding of livestock and associated loss of life and destruction of property are common and pervasive. Economic investment and development is minimal due to the threat of road ambushes and lack of transport and communication infrastructure. Attention to the region, however, on the part of national and international agencies, donors, and Ugandan legislators is growing. This field-based report provides an in-depth analysis of key aspects affecting livelihood strategies and human security in the region, as well as broad recommendations for local, national and international actors seeking to expand their knowledge, policies or programming in the Karamoja region.

	Item 13: Carbon sequestration in tropical grassland ecosystems. 2007: edited by: L. 't Mannetje, M.C. Amézquita, P. Buurman, M.A. Ibrahim. 

The increasing scientific consensus on global warming, together with the precautionary principle and the fear of non-linear climate transitions is leading to increasing action to mitigate global warming. To help mitigate global warming, carbon storage by forests is often mentioned as the only or the best way to reduce the CO2 concentration in the atmosphere. This book presents evidence that tropical grasslands, which cover 50% of the earth’s surface, are as important as forests for the sequestration of carbon. Results are reported of a large five year on-farm research project carried out in Latin America (Colombia, Costa Rica). Soil and vegetation carbon stocks of long-established pasture, fodder bank and silvopastoral systems on commercial farms were compared with those of adjacent forest and degraded land. The objective was to identify production systems that both increase livestock productivity and farm income and, at the same time, contribute to a reduction of carbon accumulation in the atmosphere. The project was carried out in four

ecosystems: the Andean hillsides of the semi-evergreen forest in Colombia; the Colombian humid Amazonian tropical forest ecosystem; the sub-humid tropical forest ecosystem on the Pacific Coast of Costa Rica; and the humid tropical forest ecosystem on the Atlantic Coast of Costa Rica. The book is recommended reading for research and teaching scientists and policy makers with an interest to mitigating global warming.
