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	Item 2: MEA Bulletin issue 50 reports:  UNCCD marks World Day to Combat Desertification and Drought 
The UN Convention to Combat Desertification (UNCCD) selected “Combating land degradation for sustainable agriculture” as the theme for 2008 World Day to Combat Desertification and Drought, celebrated on 17 June. On the occasion, UNCCD Executive Secretary Luc Gnacadja stressed the role science and technology play in combating land degradation, including through developing “guidelines and standards for alternative uses of agricultural goods and services, such as for biofuel production,” and integrating scientific research with “proven policies and strategies aimed at sustainable development, market-oriented mechanisms and appropriate capacity-building”

 (http://www.unccd.int/publicinfo/june17/2008/menu.php ).

The Global Mechanism (GM) of the UNCCD highlighted that “The current strategy and policy debates around climate resilience, sustainable agriculture and food security point to the conclusion that none of these global challenges and threats to human well-being should be tackled in isolation, but as part and parcel of development programming at country level, supported by effective international policy making processes,” and outlined actors and initiatives related to these country level and international policy making processes (http://www.global-mechanism.org/news--events/news/climate-resilience-and-sustainable-land-management ).

In his message to mark the day, UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon emphasized that the UNCCD offers the sole international legal framework to reclaim dry and degraded land, and suggested that “these unused lands could also serve for biofuel production, and thus offer new benefits for their inhabitants” (http://www.un.org/News/Press/docs/2008/sgsm11636.doc.htm ).

	Item 4: Indigenous People Ask G8 for Climate Talk Inclusion, Article in Planet Ark
SAPPORO, Japan, July 7, 2008 - Indigenous communities from around the world urged G8 rich nations on Friday to help them participate in global climate change talks, saying they contributed least to but are most affected by global warming. Clad in colourful traditional robes, 26 representatives from countries including the United States, Canada, and Japan, along with some 400 students, activists, and academics, met on Japan's northern island of Hokkaido. The island is the venue of the July 7-9 Group of Eight summit and home to the indigenous Ainu ethnic group.  At the meeting, members of indigenous communities blamed the market-oriented economic model of the G8 nations as the main cause for climate change, a food crisis, and high oil prices. These are issues high on the discussion agenda at the G8 summit.

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	Item 5: Second National Gathering of Spanish Shepherd, 21-22 June in Asturias, Spain 
The 2nd National Meeting of Spanish Shepherds Associations took place from 21 to 22 June in Asturias, northern Spain. Earlier this year in January, 15 shepherd associations agreed to create a National Federation of Pastoralists and held their first national meeting in Madrid.  The idea of this movement is to unite forces of pastoralists from different regions and to achieve their direct representation in government  in order to solve the problems they face.  Policy makers are often not aware of the needs of mobile pastoralism and come out with policies that constrain transhumant pastoralism and are not in favor of  small scale productions. Pastoralists face manifold problems. This year is specially critical because of low prices of meat, high prices for animal feed and now blue tongue cases. 

During the 2nd meeting a new board of pastoralists was elected and the statutes of the federation was approved, so that now the association has a legal identity. The association has the objective to better communicate the needs of pastoralists to policy makers as well as to form a public opinion on the environmental social and economic benefits of keeping pastoralism alive. The Federation is  supported by Proyecto PASTOR, a Leader  project amongst 5 regions. The Federation will meet again in September and hope to be present in the European Meeting of Pastoralists to happen in Arriege ( France) in October  as well as at the WCC-IUCN in Barcelona.

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	Item 7:  EU Parliament decides to support Sheep and Goat Sector 
Article by Dr. Ilse Köhler-Rollefson, Project Coordinator League for Pastoral Peoples and Endogenous Livestock Development

The wording of a decision (2007/2192(INI) by the European parliament to support the sheep and goat sector is highly relevant. It states, inter alia, that sheep and goat farming, including the farming of traditional breeds, play a key environmental role that includes the natural upkeep of less fertile areas and the preservation of landscapes and sensitive eco-systems; whereas natural spaces of the pastureland type have been preserved for centuries thanks to sheep and goat farming; whereas, in addition, the eating patterns concerned, with browsing playing a major role, help maintain the biodiversity of the flora, protect wild fauna, and clean up the natural spaces by removing dry vegetable material, a key factor for fire prevention in Mediterranean countries. It also notes  that  the sheep and goat sectors in the EU are characterized by low producer incomes, falling domestic production and declining consumption, especially by the younger generations, and are exposed to increasing international competition on the internal market.
