	Entrefilet 1: Réunion de Collectif Djingo du 22 au 25 Mars à Tahoua/Niger

Initialement prévue pour se tenir du 22 au 25 mars 2008 à Abalak, elle aura finalement lieu du 22 au 25 mars 2008 à Tahoua sur demande du Ministre d’Etat à l’Intérieur, à la Sécurité et de la Décentralisation.  Cette  réunion a été un véritable succès pour le Collectif. Plus de 400 personnes ont répondu présent à l’appel du Collectif par lesquelles 24 chefs traditionnels (Touareg, arabe et Peul), cinq maires de communes, 40 associations membres du Collectif, 45 chefs de tribu, plusieurs représentants des associations pastoralistes, des invités et sympathisants. Le coup d’envoi de l’ouverture a été donné par le Maire de la Communauté Urbaine de Tahoua qui dans son allocution d’ouverture n’a pas manqué de saluer l’initiative de Djingo et l’encourager à aller dans ce sens et ceci après le mot de bienvenue du président de DJINGO à l’endroit des participants ainsi que des remerciements pour les faciliter accordées par les autorités de Tahoua. Plusieurs exposés suivis des débats ont marqué cette réunion à savoir :

3)     La création des ranchs privés en zone pastorale

4)     L’insuffisance d’équipement et infrastructures sociaux économiques de base en zone pastorale (puits, écoles etc.)

5)     La couverture d’insuffisance de la zone pastorale en services de santé animale et encadrement de proximité

6)     L’ignorance par les pasteurs des lois relatives à la décentralisation et la gestion des ressources naturelles

7)     Le ramassage abusif de la paille à l’intérieur et entre les campements

8)     La non clarté de certaines dispositions de loi (droit d’usage prioritaire, statut des points d’eaux)

Les résolutions

1)     Créer et réhabiliter, si nécessaire, les couloirs de passage, les aires de pâturage et de repos en zone agro-pastorale et agricole selon les dimensions et les normes prévues

2)     Appliquer et faire respecter les dispositions légales en matière d’occupation et d’appropriation des espaces pastoraux (ranchs, parcelles)

3)     Démanteler systématiquement tous les ranchs privés en zone pastorale, et interdire strictement toute création

4)     Rejeter le financement extérieur qui ne s’inscrit pas dans les intérêts générales et les dispositions légales et réglementaires

5)     Aux communes de veiller à la promotion et à la protection des intérêts stratégiques des pasteurs et du pastoralisme

6)     Augmenter et renforcer les équipements socio-économiques de base en zone pastorale

7)     Améliorer et renforcer les services de santé animale en terme de couverture de qualité et d’encadrement de proximité

8)     Intensifier les actions de renforcement de capacité et de vulgarisation des textes des lois relatives à la décentralisation et à la gestion des ressources naturelles

9)     Lutter contre le ramassage abusif de la paille à l’intérieur en entre les campements

10) Clarifier dans les différents textes de loi le contenu et l’étendu des droits d’usage prioritaire et la mise en valeur pastorale

11) Clarifier les statuts des points d’eau publics et le mode de leur tenure

Item 1 : Meeting of the Djingo Collective in Tahoua/Niger from 22nd -25th of March 
From the 22nd to the 25th of March, the Djingo Collective held a meeting in Tahoua. Originally it was planned to be held in Abalak, but due to the political tensions the meeting was expected to cause, it was shortly relocated to Tahoua. The meeting took place at a building set up to become a university in Tahoua. More then 400 men and a few women have followed the appeal of the DJINGO collective to attend the meeting among them 24 traditional chiefs, (Touareg, Arabic and Fulani), five community mayors, 40 member associations of the collectif, 45 tribal chiefs, several representatives of pastoralist’s associations and other suporters of pastoralist communties. Further present at the meeting were representatives of NGO's working with pastoralists in Niger (DED-LUCOP, CARE Denmark, Vets without Frontiers, SNV, WISP).

The Djingo collective was founded after the third General Assembly of the Wodaabe. In 2004 this General Assembly was first held as an alternative form of meeting to the official Cure Salée celebration. The Cure Salée or salt cure is an annual gathering of herders, which originated out of the need of their stock to get access to the salt licks nearby In-Gall. In the course of a year the mobile herders have to move their herds between sandy and clayey soil. At the end of the rainy season, about the end of September, the animals need extra salt. The Wodaabe's General Assembly was founded in response to raising discontent about the commercialization of the official Cure Salée celebration, which paid no attention at all to the problems pastoralists face in their daily life.

The meeting was opened by an introductory speech of the mayor of the community of Tahoua. The second day's morning session was filled by a presentation of Abdou Karim Mamalo, Secretaire Permanent du Code Rural, who talked about the work of the commissions foncières (local institutions taking decisions and resolving conflicts on land and water use) existing in each of the 267 communes and 46 departments, land rights, and their work related to the Code Rural in Niger. In the afternoon Thomas Sommerhalter of LUCOP gave a presentation about the importance to support pastoral mobility. Thereafter a presentation of the WISP Initiative was given. At the centre of the meeting were discussions about conflicts on land use. In the pastoral zone, officially destined to remain common land, some ranches have been established over the last few years. The themes presented and discussed revolved around land use and land rights in general.

The meeting came out with the identification of the following major constraints and solutions, which were read to the governor:

Major Constraints :

· Absence or occupation of transhumance corridors and grazing areas in the agro-pastoral and farming zone

· No application and implementation or disrespect of legal regulations of land use and property of pasture areas

· The creation of private ranches on former communal pastoral land

· Insufficient provision of socio-economic infrastructure such as water, education etc.

· Insufficient coverage and outreach of animal health services and management support to the pastoral zones

· Lack of knowledge of pastoralists about their rights in the context of decentralization and natural resource management

· Abusive hay collection on the fields and between them

· Lack of clarity of certain legal dispositions such as primary use rights, and legal status of water points 

Solutions :

· Create and if necessary rehabilitate the transhumance corridors and grazing areas in the agro-pastoral and farming zone according to the foreseen and appropriate dimensions and norms

· Implement and enforce the legal regulations about land use and property of pasture areas

· Demolish systematically all private ranches and ban strictly their creation

· Reject and resist external finance, which is not serving the interest and the general rules and regulations of pastoralists

· Protect and promote the strategic interests of mobile pastoralism 

· Increase and strengthen the provision of socio-economic services in pastoral zones

· Improve and strengthen the quality and outreach of animal health services   

· Intensify capacity building activities and translation/interpretation of legal texts related to decentralization and natural resource management

· Combat the excessive hay collection on and between the fields

· Clarify the content of legal texts related to primary use rights and the concept of “mise en valeur pastorale”

· Clarify the legal status of water points and their maintenance

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	Item 2: Fourth large gathering of Somali Indigenous Tribes, conference Held in Marka Lower Shabelle Region in 18 – 27 February 2008

More than 360 indigenous tribes, representatives including parliament members, Minister’s NGO representatives, Civil Society Organizations, politicians, musicians UN Officials indigenous elder’s room 18 regions have came together in MARKA lower Shabelle Region in Somalia. Marko is the lower Shabelle district region 90KM South of Mogadishu and very beautiful city an accounted to be the indigenous heart land city in Somalia and also meets the two benefited and important resource productive, such as Shabelle river and sea long off-shore which benefits most indigenous populations whether farm cultivation and sea fishing productions.  The Shabelle gathering is planned to exchange views and reviewing the organizational process, and capacity building for indigenous poorest families in Somalia. The delegated are hosted and invited by the National Union of Somali Minority and Indigenous Campaigners (NUSMIC). The delegates travel, accommodations and their food is funded by the following governmental and non-governmental organizations, such as: National Union of Somali Minority and indigenous campaigners, Somali Ministry of land and environment, Fatxa Foundation, Somali Agro-Pastoralists development Network, Center for natural resources and Environmental Protection, Muslim Aid for Somalia
Conference objectives

· Reviewing the organizational structure and constitutional modifications and policies

· Environmental problems and climate change and their impacts.

· Socio-economic conditions of indigenous community through relations in Somalia.

· To compromise indigenous natural resource conflicts to share equally the rainforest, farming system, water irrigation, environmental development and sustainable livelihood through the mobile indigenous, and non-mobile indigenous herders and pastoralists in Somalia.

· To educate the community in democracy and good governance in grass root level.

· Approaching the nomadic indigenous populations to deadly contagious diseases such as HIV/Aids, Malaria, Tuberculosis and severe affections diseases.

· To demand together demilitarization of all indigenous inhabitants, to reduce the conflicts upon the indigenous community natural resources, on modern weapons.

·  An international campaign of direct assistance to the community in struggle for reducing the poverty diseases, and illiteracy for indigenous community through in the regions of Somalia.

·  To prepare a new partnership’s globally and internationally by in-routine the secretariat of World Alliance of Mobile Indigenous People (WAMIP)

The importance and value of the conference

· drawing many people together to share experiences from different Conner’s through regions in Somalia

· realization of indigenous community regional struggle to become more and more of reality delegates

· outlined a close to common analysis of what the cause of these problems was and what sort of structures where necessary to combat it

· the common cause with the indigenous inhabitants of one of the poorest era’s of the southwest region’s in Somalia it self under lined

· finding a path between the indigenous multi-diversity communities in Somalia to share other indigenous coalitions in the world

· Lack of unifying common goal in talking about our different struggles and problems shows the need for a global program or formulate which provides guidelines for action applicable in all case the method and form of struggle cannot be dictated by the central executive at the national, but must instead be decided with in each struggle and each area and then ways found to co-ordinate these struggles from a grass root level

Conclusion

A proposed long term plan is articulated to the vision, mission and strategy of the organization mainly improving the fragile ecosystems, environmental preservation, building sense of ownership to reduce indigenous poverty conditions to take part in the global efforts to eliminate the HIV – spread and create awareness of the ways of its transmission among indigenous community, in Somalia. Conflicts prevention resolution and transformation through good governance and revival education are talked about the conference center in indigenous and urban and rural areas as well as enhancing human rights focusing on gender balance.

The conference ended with this talk of the creation of global network of struggles and global network of communication between struggles both of these was the indigenous multi-diversity voices to approve their compromises of land to share equally by their natural resources, socio-economically, educationally, emotionally, of their reasons concerning their enemy whose habitual zed to cut the trees by a charcoal proposes, and to be united their defending by their forest.

Eventually, the delicates have been announced the world community and environmental activists organizations to assist by their long voices towards the fighting the deforestation and desertification of their land and to preserve the connivance upon the indigenous community all the regions in Somalia.

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	Item 9: Life plus Youth Programme supports  “Lost Tales” project developed by the Buğday Association in the Nomad villages in 5 cities of Turkey

The project aims to reach the last communities that still perpetuate the nomadic culture and record in written and visually their tales through a documentary film thus transferring this culture to future generations.
The Nomads interacted with several cultures in a wide geography from Central Asia to Anatolia and from Siberia to India. The oral literature of Nomads includes an accumulation of their migration, animal husbandry and transhumance. This literature has also been enhanced with their crafts, art, cuisine, leisure and life style. They are all a reflection of virtues regarding the social order, societal psychology and coded messages. But with the lack of written products and today’s widening technologies, these tales could not be passed on to other generations. If these tales are not passed on, a cultural heritage of a thousand years will be lost.

In the context of the project, 20 tales in 20 Nomad villages are being recorded in Ankara and Konya, central Anatolia; Antalya and Mersin, Southern Turkey and Balıkesir, Western Turkey. The two target groups of the project are the nomads of whose cultural accumulation will be addressed and the target group of which these tales will be passed on to. In this context, academic consultants informed the project team on the aspects of communications and interview techniques. Tales were recorded in the natural environment of the narrators and all tales were grouped. 

Other activities will include preparing a 20-25 paged booklet that will be published as an annex of the Atlas magazine, a 5-minute film for each of the 20 tales will be recorded which will then be broadcast on TV and internet sites. The tales will be used for a documentary film as well and a webpage will be prepared that includes tales and maps of Nomad villages. The project that started on 16 October 2007 will end on 15 July 2008.

The Life Plus Youth Programme supports innovative, creative, participatory and sustainable projects developed by youth aged 16-26 and encourages youth to design projects that will find solutions to environmental and societal problems. The Life Plus Youth Programme gives 3 thousand to 30 thousand dollars for each project. 22 projects have been realized since the establishment of the programme in 2005. 

Similar projects will be supported until 2010 with the competitions that will be organized every year.

	Item 19: IUCN Issues Paper: Indigenous and Traditional People and Climate Change

Gland, Switzerland, March 17, 2008 (IUCN) – Indigenous peoples around the world will bear the brunt of climate change – but they are also armed with the traditional knowledge to survive its effects.
That’s the message from the first comprehensive analysis of the effects of climate change on indigenous peoples, which is released today by IUCN (International Union for Conservation of Nature).

“Indigenous peoples are literally living on the edge – highly dependent on natural ecosystems, they usually occupy marginal lands, are under pressure socially and many lack proper political representation to improve their situation,” says Gonzalo Oviedo, IUCN Senior Advisor on Social Policy, and co-author of the report. “As a result they are especially vulnerable to climate change."

“But they’re not just victims,” says Julia Marton-Lefèvre, IUCN Director General. “Because of their long dependence on nature they’ve developed strategies to cope with climate change and extreme natural events which still have as much relevance today as they did hundreds of years ago.”

The report identifies such strategies, including the traditional Quezungal farming methods in Central America which involves planting crops under trees so the roots anchor the soil and reduce the loss of crops when hurricanes strike.

The report maps out the areas of the world which will be most vulnerable to climate change in the future and how this will impact on indigenous peoples. It calls on policy makers to take indigenous people’s experiences into account when making climate change policy.

Climate change will be one of the major issues discussed at IUCN’s World Conservation Congress in Barcelona this October.

A commercial destocking intervention was piloted in southern Ethiopia during the drought of early 2006. The intervention led to the purchase of an estimated 20,000 cattle valued at USD 1.01 million. On average, destocked households received USD 186 from the sale of cattle—approximately 5,405 households were involved. In terms of aid investment, the approximate cost—benefit ratio was 41:1. During the drought, income from destocking accounted for 54.2 per cent of household income (n = 114 households), and was used to buy food, care for livestock, meet various domestic expenses, support relatives, and either pay off debts or augment savings. Seventy-nine per cent of the income derived from destocking was used to buy local goods or services. Expenditure on livestock care amounted to 36.5 per cent of local spending, and included the private transportation of livestock to better grazing areas. The buoyant livestock export trade was considered to be an important driver of commercial destocking, demonstrating a positive link between livestock and meat exports, and pastoral vulnerability during drought.
