	Past events

	Item 1: Sixteenth session of the UN Commission on Sustainable Development (CSD-16) 

Delegates to the sixteenth session of the UN Commission on Sustainable Development (CSD-16) convened at UN headquarters in New York, US, from 5-16 May 2008, to review the thematic cluster of agriculture, rural development, land, drought, desertification and Africa. 

Drought: On Wednesday, 7 May, delegates discussed comprehensive drought response and mitigation. The Secretariat presented the Secretary-General’s report on drought (E/CN.17/2008/6). Panelists emphasized the importance of early warning system development and the UN International Strategy for Disaster Reduction’s role (including through the Hyogo Framework for Action on building resilience) in drought preparedness, as well as risk management. A number of countries stressed building the capacity of local communities and technology diffusion, to manage drought risk and reduce vulnerability, in particular of indigenous people and others highlighted scarcity of water in Pacific SIDS. Delegates discussed protecting nomadic pastoralists from becoming refugees and the migration of agricultural workers. Desertification: On Wednesday, 7 May, delegates discussed desertification. The Secretariat presented the Secretary-General’s report on desertification (E/CN.17/2008/7), following which delegates called for: a global partnership to combat desertification, the full implementation of the UNCCD; and additional funding and strengthening of this Global Environment Facility (GEF) Focal Area in the next replenishment. Support was expressed for the Ten-Year Strategic Plan and Framework for the UNCCD. Delegates noted the link between desertification and climate change, and synergies stressed among the three Rio conventions. Some warned of desertification’s threat to international security, and its impact on migration. There were calls for action under the UNCCD on mitigation and adaptation, and for integrated water resource management (IWRM) programmes. Drought and Desertification: On Thursday, 8 May, delegates discussed the linkages between the causes and impacts of climate change, drought and desertification, and biodiversity loss. Calls were made for adopting proactive and holistic measures to address land degradation. Desertification was noted as a factor in food insecurity, and national and regional arrangements were emphasized. The potential of drylands for agricultural development, by turning them into an economic asset was also stressed. Delegates highlighted the importance of human resources, participation of communities and indigenous people, multistakeholder approaches and collaboration with grassroots actors, in particular women. The benefit of employing traditional and local knowledge was highlighted, as well as new technology, capacity building and rapid early warning systems. Some speakers drew attention to the need for conflict resolution when resource disputes over resources arise. A proposal was made to combine monitoring, early drought warning and data collection under a single national authority. Delegates referred to sustainable work conditions and protection of workers in the agricultural sector and delivered warnings of increased migration. 	Item 2: Side event: Pastoralism and Biodiversity at Ninth Meeting of the Conference of the Parties of the Convention on Biological Diversity

At the, which took place in Bonn, Germany, from 19 to 30 May 2008, Pastoralists and support organizations attending a side event of the ninth meeting of the Conference of Parties of the Convention on Biological Diversity  have issued a statement demanding recognition for the role of pastoralists in conserving biodiversity."When land is taken away for crop cultivation or for 'Protected Areas', pastoralists are denied access to traditional grazing lands and pastures. There is no so-called 'wasteland'. Land that is considered 'waste' by the state is used by pastoralists for grazing their animals and managing herds", says the statement. "We demand that the contribution of pastoralists to the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity is recognised and rewarded... Pastoralists do not want food aid but the capacity to produce and market their speciality products."

	Item 3: High-Level Conference on World Food Security: the Challenges of Climate Change and Bioenergy

The High-Level Conference on World Food Security: the Challenges of Climate Change and Bioenergy took place from 3-5 June 2008, at the UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) headquarters in Rome, Italy. The Conference brought together over 4,700 delegates from 183 countries, including 36 Heads of State and government, representatives of governments, UN agencies, intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations (NGOs), the private sector, and the media. The Conference was comprised of a High-Level Segment and a Committee of the Whole (COW). 

In preparation for the Conference, a number of expert meetings and stakeholder consultations were convened from January to April 2008. In addition, an Informal Open-Ended Contact Group was established to prepare a draft declaration for adoption by the High-Level Conference. The Group first met on 9 May 2008, convened nine times during the subsequent three weeks, and produced a draft declaration containing some bracketed text, which was forwarded to the COW for review during the Conference. The Contact Group was reconvened by the COW and met again during the Conference. The outcomes of the Conference include a Report of the High-Level Conference and a Declaration on World Food Security: the Challenges of Climate Change and Bioenergy.

	Item 6: Consultative workshop on the African Union Initiative to formulate a Pastoral Policy Framework for Africa in partnership with pastoralists across the continent

On April 17, OCHA in collaboration with UNICEF hosted pastoralists across Kenya to a full day consultative workshop on the African Union Initiative to formulate a Pastoral Policy Framework for Africa in partnership with pastoralists across the continent. Pastoralists at the gathering clearly articulated their conviction that the long term solution to ending the vulnerability of pastoralists to chronic problems of food insecurity, conflict and lack of basic services is by halting the erosion of pastoral livelihoods, and in the empowerment of pastoralist to advocate for their rights within national and regional initiatives. They also asked OCHA to help coordinate and facilitate the diverse and sometimes conflicting voices and actions of pastoralists into a more coherent and effective process of intervention in regional mechanisms as the AU initiative, and for lobbying governments on appropriate pastoral policy issues.

	Item 7: Twenty-eighth sessions of the Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA) and the Subsidiary Body for Implementation (SBI) of the UNFCCC 

From 4-13 June the twenty-eighth sessions of the Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA) and the Subsidiary Body for Implementation (SBI) of the UNFCCC will be held in Bonn. In addition, the second session of the Ad Hoc Working Group on Long-term Cooperative Action under the Convention (AWG-LCA 2), and the resumed fifth session of the Ad Hoc Working Group on Further Commitments for Annex I Parties under the Kyoto Protocol (AWG-KP 5) will be held from 2-12 June. These meetings are part of ongoing discussions to enhance international cooperation on climate change, including for the period after 2012, when the Kyoto Protocol’s first “commitment period” expires. At AWG-LCA 2, three workshops will be held to help delegates address key issues such as adaptation, finance, and technology. The AWG-KP will include a roundtable on means for Annex I countries to reach emission reduction targets and a workshop on methodological issues. SBI will consider such issues as capacity building, technology transfer and preparations for the second review of the Protocol under Article 9, while SBSTA’s agenda includes items on technology and reducing emissions from deforestation in developing countries.

	Item 8: Climate change plea from tribe of herders who face extinction

The Independent [UK] - 10 May 2008, LONDON, UK: Olav Mathias-Eira is a member of the Sami community, one of the largest indigenous groups remaining in Europe, and his family have been herding reindeer in the same stretch of the Norwegian Arctic since the 1400s. But because of climate change, their lifestyle, unchanged for centuries, is now at risk. So Mr Mathias-Eira, 50, has travelled to Britain to issue an urgent plea in the hope that his people and livelihood can be saved. The heavy winter rains and storms, previously unheard of, are making their ancient ice-roads treacherous. Because these thinning pathways are necessary to reach their reindeer, they turn herding into a life-threatening experience. Now only 10 per cent of the remaining Samis are herding reindeer, which means that a cornerstone of their traditional way of life is in jeopardy. “The reindeer [weighs] about 80kg, and it needs a good, solid ice when you are moving the herd,” said Mr Mathias-Eira. “But traditional knowledge is no good any more, we just can’t trust the ice.”

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	Item 17: World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) to Launch Pilot Training Program for Indigenous Communities

Geneva, May 20, 2008, PR/2008/553: The World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) will launch in September 2008 a pilot program to assist indigenous communities to document their own cultural traditions, archive this heritage for future generations, and safeguard their interest in authorizing use of their recordings and traditions by third parties.  

New technologies provide communities with fresh opportunities to document and digitize expressions of their traditional cultures, meeting the strong desire of communities to preserve, promote and pass on their cultural heritage to succeeding generations. Yet, these new forms of documentation and digitization can leave this cultural heritage vulnerable to unwanted exploitation beyond the traditional circle. This pilot program recognizes both the utility of technology for indigenous communities and the paramount need to empower communities to make informed decisions about how to manage intellectual property issues in a way that corresponds with community values and development goals.

The pilot program will begin in September, 2008, when two members of a Maasai community from Laikipia, Kenya and an expert from the National Museums of Kenya will travel to the American Folklife Center (AFC) and then to the Center for Documentary Studies (CDS) in the United States of America for intensive, hands-on training in documentary techniques and archival skills necessary for effective community-based cultural conservation. WIPO staff will provide intellectual property training. WIPO will also provide the Maasai with a basic kit of field equipment, computers and software for their own use when they return to Kenya.

 Ce programme pilote débutera en septembre 2008 avec le voyage aux États-Unis d’Amérique de deux membres d’une communauté massaï de Laikipia, au Kenya, et d’un expert des musées nationaux du Kenya afin de visiter l’American Folklife Center (AFC), puis le Center for Documentary Studies (CDS) et d’y suivre une formation pratique intensive permettant d’acquérir les techniques documentaires et les compétences d’archivage nécessaires à une conservation du patrimoine culturel efficace et axée sur la communauté. Cirad and IRD organize a workshop on multi stakeholder dialogue and co learning from 21 to 24 October 2008 in Ougadougou.

By analysing actual practices in the field, the workshop will set out to identify the knowledge needed and the tools to be created and developed
