	Item 6: The Pastoral Women's Council: Empowerment for Tanzania's Maasai, Maanda Ngoitiko, August 2008
The Pastoral Women’s Council (PWC) is a community-based organisation established in 1997 in Tanzania. It was founded to promote the development of Maasai pastoralist women and children by facilitating their access to education, health, social services and economic empowerment. It seeks to address women’s marginalisation in patriarchal Maasai culture, as well as the poverty among the Maasai that has long been underpinned by land access restrictions for pastoralists, hunters and gatherers. It has established a small-scale agricultural development programme and it promotes women’s rights and leadership by raising women’s awareness and critical understanding of politics, legislation, women’s rights and their role in development (e.g. through paralegal training, studies, talks by experienced guest speakers, meetings, and encouraging women to talk openly). Its approach is to empower indigenous communities to secure their access and rights to natural resources and to have their role in the management of these resources recognised. Thus, PWC has not only improved tangible aspects of Maasai people’s lives, it has also helped women gain confidence, skills, knowledge and respect.

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	Item 7: Evolutionary and Breeding Perspectives on Genetic Resource Management

Fitness and adaptation are fundamental characteristics of plant and animal species, enabling them to survive in their environment and to adapt to the inevitable changes in this environment. This is true for both the genetic resources of natural ecosystems as well as those used in agricultural production.

Extensive genetic variation exists between varieties/breeds in a species and amongst individuals within breeds.This variation has developed over very long periods of time. A major ongoing challenge is how to best utilize this variationto meet short-term demands whilst also conserving it for longer-term possible use.


Many animal breeding programs have led to increased performance for production traits but this has often been accompanied by reduced fitness. In addition, the global use of genetic resources prompts the question whether introduced genotypes are adapted to local production systems. Understanding the genetic nature of fitness and adaptation will enable us to better manage genetic resources allowing us to make efficient and sustainable decisions for the improvement or breeding of these resources.


This book had an ambitious goal in bringing together a sample of the world's leading scientists in animal breeding and evolutionary genetics to exchange knowledge to advance our understanding of these vital issues.

La gestion des ressources naturelles, c’est-à-dire l’utilisation et la valorisation des ressources telles que les forêts, les mares, les pâturages ou les carrières, exigent des compétences variées. En effet, les aspects techniques d’exploitation doivent être maîtrisés. Souvent source de conflits, la bonne gestion de ces ressources exige surtout une forte capacité de négociation et de concertation entre une multitude d’utilisateurs. Avec l’avènement de la décentralisation au Mali, un nouveau groupe d’acteurs est né – les communes rurales. Pour elles, ces ressources partagées offrent un riche potentiel économique qui est à la base d’un développement local durable. La gestion locale demandée par les communautés à travers le choix de la décentralisation se heurte à des contraintes d’ordre administratif. En effet, malgré de nombreuses démarches, le transfert de la gestion des ressources naturelles de l’Etat aux collectivités territoriales n’est pas encore effectif. Ce transfert est lié à la capacité de planification, de gestion et de médiation des communes. Sa réussite constitue donc un grand défi pour la consolidation de la décentralisation.

L’objectif du PACT est d’accompagner les communes dans le renforcement de leurs compétences afin qu’elles puissent ensemble avec leurs populations assurer une utilisation plus efficace et plus transparente des ressources partagées tout en les mettant en valeur. A cette fin, le PACT donne des informations sur les opportunités offertes par la décentralisation et propose des outils qui leur permettent de jouer pleinement leurs nouveaux rôles.

C’est dans ce contexte que le PACT a élaboré une démarche pour appuyer les collectivités territoriales pour une meilleure gestion de leurs ressources naturelles. Cette démarche vise l’élaboration d’une Convention Locale. Une Convention Locale est un accord de volonté entre les signataires qui détermine les règles d’accès et d’exploitation des ressources. La mise en place de tels règlements est encouragée par l’Etat car ils permettent de compléter les textes de lois en prenant en compte les spécificités propres de chaque localité.

Le présent document s’adresse surtout aux facilitateurs qui accompagnent la collectivité territoriale dans l’élaboration d’une Convention Locale. Il est conçu pour être un support pratique qui explique techniquement les étapes à suivre, et qui offre aussi bien des outils pédagogiques que des conseils pour assurer un bon déroulement tout au long du processus. La démarche a été appliquée par le PACT en coopération avec plusieurs dizaines de collectivités. Ainsi, Le Guide méthodologique partage aussi les expériences vécues sur le terrain en mettant l’attention sur les aspects importants dans la préparation des différents rencontres, il clarifie les rôles des participants et essaie d’attirer l’attention sur des situations parfois critiques qui peuvent surgir lors de discussions entre de groupes d’acteurs parfois opposés.

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	Item 10: ‘Arid Aquaculture’ Among Livelihoods Promoted To Relieve Worsening Pressure On World’s Drylands, Science Daily, 11/11/09
Researchers with the United Nations University, the International Centre on Agricultural Research in Dryland Areas (ICARDA), and UNESCO’s Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Program say alternatives to traditional crop farming and livestock rearing will need to be put in place in drylands in order to mitigate human causes of desertification. While it may sound far-fetched, researchers say using briny water to establish aquaculture in a dry, degraded part of Pakistan not only introduced a new source of income, it helped improve nutrition through diet diversification.

The report, “People in Marginal Drylands: Managing Natural Resources to Improve Human Well-being,” summarizes the Sustainable Management of Marginal Drylands (SUMAMAD) project, funded largely by the Flemish Government of Belgium. The project represents a systematic effort to understand these strategies and apply them to improving livelihood conditions of dryland dwellers with demonstration sites in China, Egypt, Iran, Jordan, Pakistan, Syria, Tunisia and Uzbekistan. “The key message is that innovations are needed to ensure long-term sustainability of communities and to avoid rapid desertification in the face of growing population pressures,” says report co-author Zafar Adeel, Director of UNU’s International Network on Water, Environment and Health (INWEH). “Management practices that build on the right mix of traditional knowledge, contemporary technology and innovative scientific research yield optimum results,” says Dr. Richard Thomas, Assistant Director at UNU-INWEH, responsible for dryland ecosystems, and a co-author of the report. Traditional practices, evolved over time for the capture, storage and efficient use of scarce and variable rainwater, floodwaters and groundwater resources, work well in dryland conditions. Examples include the Roman underground cisterns, traditional garden terracing and irrigation systems, and traditional floodwater spreading achieving groundwater recharge. SUMAMAD researchers demonstrated that traditional designs for water storage cisterns and ponds, for example, can be greatly improved with modern materials and construction techniques.

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	Item 12: UNCCD and UNU sign agreement to expand research into environmentally-induced migration, Germany, 28/11/08

Bonn, Germany, 28 November 2008 – As the perilous effects of desertification, land degradation and drought (DLDD) on humans become more and more apparent, two United Nations organizations have come together more closely. The United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification (UNCCD) and the United Nations University (UNU) have signed a memorandum of understanding, in which they agreed to combine resources to tackle the mounting challenge of environmentally induced migration and vulnerability induced by DLDD.
Experts say that severe desertification could force the migration of some 50 million people in the next 10 years. This is already a huge burden for many countries. Affected countries suffer the loss of knowledgeable farmers who flee to cities that already have reached their social and economic limits, or must move to third countries, where they frequently must live on the fringe of society. 

“Parties of the Convention have asked for more science to address this and similar issues. For this there is no better address than the UNU, ” said UNCCD Executive Secretary Luc Gnacadja at the signing ceremony.

The agreement, to be carried out as a joint work plan over a two-year period starting in 2009, seeks to expand research on forced migration due to DLDD on how the two are related. A preliminary policy position paper shall first be presented at the 17th meeting of the Commission on Sustainable Development in May 2009, to be followed up by a joint publication for policy, which will be prepared by October next year for the ninth session of the UNCCD Conference of the Parties.

The two UN bodies enter the agreement convinced that distinct benefits can derive from the joint work plan. With the research conducted on desertification-induced migration, advocacy and awareness raising shall be promoted. The expanded focus of scientific and technological activity to create effective policy frameworks also reflects the UNCCD’s 10-year Strategy plan that runs to 2018.

UNU Rector Konrad Osterwalder said at the signing ceremony that the University is intensifying its studies on a global problem that must be addressed on a global scale.

“UNCCD’s broad network with national and international partners will help our research. Cooperation here will benefit those who experience some of the harshest environmental conditions, that of living in drylands that are vulnerable to degradation, and who, when it worsens even just a bit, are subjected to unparalleled challenges when forced to migrate,” said Prof. Osterwalder.

The signing took place as UNU in Bonn marks its fifth anniversary with a series of events in the coming week, including the 55th Session of UNU Council, to be held in Bonn for the first time.
