	Item 1: The World on your Plate - Livestock in a Global Perspective, Utrecht, The Netherlands, November 7th 2007

The symposium was jointly organised by DIO Foundation (a member of the VSF-E network, Vétérinaires Sans Frontières Europa) together with the Endogenous Livestock Development network. It brought together around 100 professionals of veterinary and agricultural development organisations, from some 20 countries in the North as well as the South. 


One of the major conclusions of the symposium was: There is an unexplored potential to be tapped for poverty alleviation and sustainable agricultural development: initiatives based on local marketing and endogenous livestock production systems. Southern countries need not simply follow the path of industrialised livestock production for the world market, as the northern countries decided to do several decades ago. North and South can learn from each other, as numerous options towards sustainable agricultural development - based on local initiatives and marketing - can be found in all continents.

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	Item 3: Gujjar Pastoralists- Planning Workshop for Assert their Rights Better, KRAPAVIS, Bakhtpura, India, 30th September – 1st October 2008

A two days planning workshop with Gujjars pastoralists who are full time pastoralists, organised by KRAPAVIS held at its Training Centre at Bakhtpura (Alwar). About 40 Gujjar leaders from different villages; Binak – 2, Bera – 12, Sirawas – 5, Kalikhol – 10, Ramnagar – 1, Rogra – 2, Bhaptpura – 3, Kerwawal –2, were participated. KRAPAVIS team and MISERIOR Consultant Mr. Manny Yap supported them in these two days how they can assert their rights better. There were discussed many things with these Gujjars like issues of carrying capacity, long term impact of their growing population on the sustainability of their pastures in the forest/tiger reserve; advocacy position that could support them to advance their sustainable use of the pastures and sustain their way of life, etc. The uniqueness of the workshop was that this two day session have been Gujjar led.

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	Item 9: Pastoralist Women Political Network (PWPN), is now registered with the NGO board as The League of Pastoralist Women of Kenya (LPWK)

The league of Pastoralist Women of Kenya (LPWK) formerly known as Pastoralists Women Political Network (PWPN) was established on 9th of March 2007 with the aim to provide a spring board/platform for pastoralists’ women aspiring to be leaders at all levels. The formation of the network was driven by the need to address the place of pastoralist women in the pastoralist communities as well as ascertain their role as leaders. The focus of the network has therefore been to provide a  vehicle for women from pastoralists/ communities to articulate issues relevant to their communities, provide training for capacity building purposes, support and solidarity for women political leaders from pastoralists’ communities, as well as act as a lobbying platform from which pastoralist women leaders would engage communities, political parties, government, women movement, donor and other stakeholders, for purposes of recognition, support and mainstreaming of their issues. 

After the 2007 general election, the network did a postmortem and it was clear that the pastoralists’ women were not able to go through due to social economic factors. It is in this line that the members decided to register an organization that will cater for the pastoralists’ women in all aspects (political, social and economic).

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	Item 10: Call for information: Pan African Review of Community-Based Natural Resource Management


In association with the BioHub initiative, CIRAD, FFEM and the French Ministry of Foreign Affairs, IIED is undertaking a review of CBNRM across Africa. The review is intended to compare and contrast the diverse experiences of CBNRM in West, Central, East and Southern Africa with a view to identifying the potential of CBNRM to deliver on global environment and development policies, the key challenges and opportunities it faces in the different regions and the policy "road map" necessary to better support CBNRM across the continent.


In particular the review will compare across the regions:


1.      What does CBNRM "look" like:


*       Is it based on wildlife management or does it have a broader focus on other natural resources (forests, water, land)?

*       Have communities successfully managed the resource base (trends in conservation status)?

*       Has biodiversity increased/decreased/stayed the same?

*       Has land degradation increased/decreased /stayed the same?

	Item 16: Participatory Impact Assessment-- a Guide for Practitioners, Andrew Catley, John Burns, Davit Abebe, Omeno Suji, October 2008

The Feinstein International Center has been developing and adapting participatory approaches to measure the impact of livelihoods based interventions since the early nineties. Drawing upon this experience, the guide aims to provide practitioners with a broad framework for carrying out project level Participatory Impact Assessments (PIA) of livelihoods interventions in the humanitarian sector. Other than in some health, nutrition, and water interventions in which indicators of project performance should relate to international standards, for many interventions there are no ‘gold standards’ for measuring project impact. This guide aims to bridge this gap by outlining a tried and tested approach to measuring the impact of livelihoods projects. The tools in the guide have been field tested over the past two years in a major research effort, funded by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation and involving five major humanitarian NGOs working across Africa.

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	Item 17: Farm-level Adaptation to Climate Change in Ethiopia and South Africa – New Materials from IFPRI

The International Food Policy Research Institute (IFPRI) has released several 2-page briefs and full-length papers on farmer adaptation strategies to climate change in Ethiopia and South Africa, and their implications for policies at the national, regional, and local levels. The nine briefs concisely lay out results and policy implications based on farmer vulnerability, water management, and the best ways to integrate climate change adaptation into overall development policy. The new papers go into depth on measuring farmers’ vulnerability to climate change in Ethiopia, farmer adaptation to drought in South Africa’s Limpopo River basin, and analyzing farmers’ adaption methods in Ethiopia’s Nile River basin, and have been developed with partners at CEEPA, South Africa; EDRI, Ethiopia; and EEA/EEPRI, Ethiopia, among others. The research is part of the German government-funded project Food and Water Security under Global Change, and is associated with the CGIAR Challenge Program on Water and Food. The project will conclude in late 2008 with two final workshops in Ethiopia and South Africa.
