Item 4:  WISP E-Conference
For a few years now, the issue of climate change has been made more and more obvious and decreasingly challenged. Pastoralists are living close to nature and have little or  no access to the  technical means used in the cities to mitigate the effects of climate change such as changing source of supply, air con etc. The problem of climate change is thus crucial to them.

To deal with their predicament, the first step is to better define it, assess to which extent they are affected and how.

WISP (www.iucn.org/wisp) sponsored by the Rockefeller Foundation has been gathering scientific information on the subject, particularly in Africa and has attempted to contribute to a take stock on the subject of pastoralism versus climate change. WISP has now produced  two sub-regional studies  (one for West/Central Africa and one for  East/Southern Africa) attempting to summarize and analyze the effect of climate change on pastoralism. 

The objective of those studies was to collate experiences on the qualitative and quantitative effects of climate change, the mitigation measures implemented or envisaged by Livestock holders and other stakeholders, and the degree of success and positive or negative impact these measures have had so far.

Now is the time to present the results of those studies to you for comments and contributions. The e- conference will be conducted in French and English.

The Livestock Emergency Guidelines and Standards (LEGS) have been developed as a set of international guidelines and standards for the design, implementation and assessment of livestock interventions to assist people affected by humanitarian crises. LEGS was developed as a multi-agency initiative and has been funded Office of US Foreign Disaster Assistance, United States Agency for International Development, Oxfam GB, Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations, IGAD Livestock Policy Initiative among others

This is a recent World Bank publication with useful information on public/private policy issues related to livestock development. Below is an excerpt from this publication. 

“Driven by population growth, urbanization, and increased income, the demand for animal-source food products in developing countries is rapidly increasing. Livestock, which already constitutes 30 percent of the agricultural GDP in the developing world, and about 40 percent of the global agricultural GDP, is one of the fastest-growing sub sectors in agriculture. Growing demand presents real opportunities for economic growth and poverty reduction in rural areas. It could directly benefit the 1 billion poor people who depend on livestock as a source of income and subsistence. Livestock also provides traction for about 50 percent of the world’s farmers and is a source of organic fertilizer for most of the world’s croplands, converting waste products into inputs in the production of high-value food. For these reasons, the sector has a critical role to play in making agriculture sustainable, in reducing poverty, and in contributing to economic growth.”

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Item 18: Managing risk in an African cattle trade
Both in West Africa and in the less-populous East the southern cities have long been supplied with meat from the drier northern regions, driven on the hoof in former times and now more commonly trucked. It has been a trade fraught with risk, and still is. A recent paper in the journal Africa, by anthropologist Hussein Abdullahi Mahmoud of Egerton University at Njoro in Kenya, analyzes these risks and the response of traders in the traffic between Moyale on the Ethiopian border and Nairobi. About half of the traders belong to the Burji people, who are far more numerous in southern Ethiopia than in northern Kenya. Mahmoud's discussion concerns this group, among whom he worked at Moyale, in Nairobi, and along the road.
