The main purpose of the study was to explore the potential of camel milk from Isiolo District to access sustainable formal markets and, in so doing, establish whether the value chain presents a business case for investment by the private sector and development agencies interested in increased livelihoods of pastoral communities and other actors involved in the value chain.

	Item 16: Community-based Animal Health Care A Sustainable Solution for Small-scale Farmers around the World Dilip P. Bhandari a and Terry S. Wollen a a Heifer International, Little Rock, Arkansas, USA 

Livestock contribute to the livelihoods of around 70% of the world's poor. Heifer International provides high quality livestock, training, and related support to communities to assist with food security and to improve livelihoods. Heifer provides training and extension services so families can provide improved animal housing, management, breeding, nutrition, and veterinary health. Heifer conducts training programs for para-vets or Community Animal Health Workers (CAHWs) in areas where local professional veterinary care is not available. Beneficiaries get animal health and husbandry services through trained technicians who are selected from within the community and trained in improved local practices, using basic selection guidelines. The selected community men and women get hands-on training based on the principle of community-based animal health care, using participatory principles in the farmers' fields. Basic tasks of CAHWs in the Heifer-supported project are described. Heifer International is providing sustainable solutions to the well-being of the livestock where it works.

	Item 17: International Food Policy Research Institute Linkages between Land Management, Land Degradation, and Poverty in Sub-Saharan Africa: The Case of Uganda By Ephraim Nkonya, John Pender, Kayuki C. Kaizzi, Edward Kato, Samuel Mugarura, Henry Ssali, and James Muwonge

Most African countries strive for both poverty reduction and sustainable land management, yet information on the relationship between these goals is limited. This report seeks to fill the gap by demonstrating a strong linkage, using Uganda as a case study. The authors show that certain policies, such as investments in soil and water conservation and agroforestry, may simultaneously increase productivity and reduce poverty and land degradation. Other strategies, including development of rural roads, non-farm activities, and rural finance, may reduce poverty without significantly affecting productivity or land management. Some policies, however, will likely involve trade-offs among different goals and will need to have their negative impacts minimized. Those in government, NGOs, the private sector, or academia who are concerned about sustainably reducing poverty in Sub-Saharan Africa will benefit from this analysis of how to pursue these key development goals.
