ACTED, in partnership with the Leuphana University of Lüneburg, is glad to share with you two documents resulting from ten months of research by a group of European students in the framework of the Karamoja campaign, supported by the European Commission. 

These documents are complementary and both deal with issues of sustainable development in the pastoral region of Karamoja in north-eastern Uganda. The first one, entitled The Karamoja Syndrome: Transdisciplinary systems research informing policy and advocacy, is a research paper developed on the basis of the "syndrome approach" (Syndromansatz) defined in 1993 by the German Advisory Council on Global Change. The second document, entitled Reaching the frontiers: Perspectives on sustainable development strategies in Karamoja, is the resulting advocacy document, drawing policy recommendations on the basis of the syndrome analysis.

The main authors of the advocacy document are the students themselves, who have been trained, then guided by ACTED staff and researchers at the Leuphana University of Lüneburg. On behalf of both institutions, we congratulate them for their work and efforts to understand the current crisis affecting Karamoja. 

We hope to receive your feedback and comments about these texts, and we are willing to share more information with you about our project. 

We also would like to inform you that a second version of both documents, as well as other scientific papers on Karamoja and pastoralism, will be part of a hardback publication to be published by next spring or summer. Please let us know if your organization wishes to purchase it so that we estimate the number of prints to be ordered (the price will be reasonable since it is a non-for-profit initiative).

	Item 11: Livelihoods, Power and Choice: the Vulnerability of the Northern Rizaygat, Darfur, Sudan
We are pleased to share with you this latest report from the Feinstein International Center.

Livelihoods in Darfur are intimately linked to the conflict, none more so than the livelihoods of the camel herding nomads known as the Northern Rizaygat. Their notoriety as part of the Janjaweed militia has obscured from view how their lives and livelihoods have been affected by conflict.  

Based on fieldwork in rural Darfur, this report uses a livelihoods lens to illustrate the processes that have contributed to the vulnerability of the Darfuri nomads who have much in common with pastoralists globally.  Severe pressures on pastoralist livelihoods have contributed to ‘maladaptive’ livelihood strategies that are often linked to violence and conflict, and undermine the livelihoods of both victims and perpetrators.   

They have suffered relative exclusion and vilification by the international community, including by humanitarians, international peace processes and international advocacy. Apart from their politicized image, other reasons for their exclusion are because they are widely perceived by the international community as less vulnerable, and also because they are hard-to-reach, living in scattered rural communities and alienated by their treatment internationally.  

This report challenges the widely held misperceptions about their vulnerability and presents a detailed series of recommendations.  Lessons learned from this very specific case from Darfur are critical for a lasting peace and have much wider regional and international policy implications.

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	Item 17: Pastoralists in Southern Ethiopia: Dispossession, Access to Resources and Dialogue with Policy Makers

By Eyasu Elias 2008

This report is based on a study carried out with the Borena and Karaayu pastoralists of southern Ethiopia. It was found that 100% of Karaayu and 79% of Borena pastoralists have lost their traditional grazing and watering resources for non-pastoral uses. The impacts of land alienation and consequent curtailment of mobility on the pastoral economy are dramatic. There has been a loss of 90% of household livestock assets leading to impoverishments. Over 85% of Borena households and 93% of Karaayu households face food insecurity for five months of the year. Internal responses to cope with the changes are not enough. The following policy recommendations are made:

· Recognition to group user rights

· Legal backing for customary institutions

· Ecological considerations.

	Item 18: Survival of the Fittest: Pastoralism and Climate Change in East Africa. 

Oxfam Briefing Paper No. 116. Oxfam International.

Pastoralists in East Africa have been adapting to climate variability for millennia and their adaptability ought to enable them to cope with this growing challenge. This paper explains the policies required to enable sustainable and productive pastoralist communities to cope with the impact of climate change and generate sustainable livelihoods.
