Item 18: UNDP Ethiopia Provides “Camel Ambulances” For Desert Health Care

UNDP in Ethiopia is providing 145 “camel ambulances” to help the rural pastoralists in remote desert areas reach nearby health posts for emergency care. The initiative is part of a Mobile Health Service set up by the regional authority in Afar, in the northeast of the country. Some 87 percent of the 1.4 million inhabitants in this region are rural dwellers, and accessibility by care givers is greatly hindered by the poor road and climatic conditions. As transportation is a major challenge, the camels are now not only being used as traditional beasts of burden, but also to transport seriously ill patients to health facilities. This is a job that requires special training by experienced community camel trainers, to instill discipline and follow new and different instructions than they are used to.

Item 19: Risky Trade Resilient Traders: “Livestock Marketing in Northern Kenya”

Risks in Livestock marketing in Kenya’s northern borderlands are neither few nor new. New risks emerge on a regular basis, to which traders respond by inventing new ways to cope with these challenges. Cattle traders portray distinct behaviors under various constraints such as market uncertainty, micro-economic decline and political instability (Little 1996b et al. 2001; Teka et al. 1999). Faced with a myriad of risks and uncertainty, they forge various social relationships and adopt diversification strategies to avert or cope with those constraints (Little 1992a; Little et al. 2001; Smith et al. 2000). Basing this study on cattle traders in southern Somalia, Little found that in times of political and economical volatility traders who have diversified markets prosper more, whole those who focused on only one outlet such as export trade, suffered the most (Little 1992b, 1996a, 2003). Little’s studies indicate that diversification of business is an effective survival strategy under certain circumstances.
