	Item 1: REPORT: HoA Pastoral Network Meeting 2-3 March 2009, Nairobi, Kenya

In order to meet the specific needs of these pastoralist populations, First Voice International (FVI), Save the Children UK, www.savethechildren.org.uk, and Livestock Information Network and Knowledge Systems (LINKS) of Texas A&M University, http://links.tamu.edu, have developed an innovative program called the Pastoral Livelihoods Initiative – Early Warning (PLI-EW), funded by USAID - Ethiopia. FVI's principal component of this program is the development of a rural communications strategy, which integrates a variety of technologies to find the most cost-effective and sustainable solution. Taking into consideration low levels of computer literacy, limited power supply, and harsh and dusty climatic conditions, this system delivers relevant local language and international content to a network of 48 Community Information Centers (CICs), located at the woreda or district level in the Somali and Afar Regions.
