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Item 6: MA Programme in  Drylands Policy and Climate Change Adaptation
Breaking the cycle of impoverishment of vulnerable communities in the drylands of Africa is the ultimate goal of the new MA programme. Enabling decision-makers and development practitioners to achieve a holistic understanding of dryland systems, is an important step in addressing poverty in Africa’s drylands. 

The MA will be offered through Kimmage Development Studies Centre (KDSC), Dublin, Ireland. (www.kimmagedsc.ie). Kimmage will host the programme, which will be a taught MA delivered through a consortium of five other partner institutes, namely:  Kimmage DSC, Makelle University, Ethiopia; University of Nairobi, Kenya; Sokoine University of Agriculture (SUA), Tanzania; and the International Institute of Environment and Development (IIED), UK.  By the end of the three year programme it is expected that 45 professionals will have benefited from the programme and be in a position to influence appropriate policies for drylands areas and communities.

Item 13: Publication: Running dry? Climate change in drylands and how to cope with it - By Levke Seorensen
Drylands cover more than one third of the world’s terrestrial area. Land degradation in these regions is a driver of climate change. Conversely, dryland ecosystems and populations are among those most affected by the adverse effects of such change. Yet the link ages between climate change and dryland degradation have so far scarcely featured in climate policy debate. 

Sponsored by the Deutsche Gesellschaft für Tech nische Zusammenarbeit (GTZ), this book gives the first comprehensive overview of the state of research on the complex issues surrounding ‘climate change and drylands’. It reveals systematically the various interrelations and feedback mechanisms, with detailed information about the contribution of drylands to climate change, recent and projected climatic changes and their impacts on drylands.

Item 14: Guardian.co.uk - Climate change in Russia's Arctic tundra: 'Our reindeer go hungry. There isn't enough pasture'
For 1,000 years the indigenous Nenets people have herded their reindeer along the Yamal peninsula. But their survival in this remote region of north-west Siberia is under serious threat from climate change as Russia's ancient permafrost melts.

Herders say that the peninsula's weather is increasingly unpredictable – with unseasonal snowstorms when the reindeer give birth in May, and milder longer autumns. In winter temperatures used to go down to -50C. Now they are typically -30C, according to Japtik. "Obviously we prefer -30C. But the changes aren't good for the reindeer and ultimately what is good for the reindeer is good for us," he said, setting off on his sled to round up his itinerant reindeer herd.

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Item 17: Publication – Modern and mobile: The future of livestock production in Africa's drylands Edited By Helen de Jode

This book looks at the critical role mobile livestock keeping plays in the economic prosperity of Africa’s drylands. Across East and West Africa, an estimated 50 million livestock producers support their families, their communities, and a massive meat, skins and hides industry based on animals that are fed solely on natural dryland pastures. Where other land use systems are failing in the face of global climate change, mobile livestock keeping, or pastoralism, is generating huge national and regional economic benefits. Prevalent perceptions about pastoralists are that they are a minority of people who practice an archaic and outmoded lifestyle. New thinking, policies and innovative practices for pastoralist mobility are beginning to take root in many parts of dryland Africa. Livestock mobility is a modern approach to poverty alleviation and accelerated development. Supporting mobility does not require huge financial investment: it requires refreshed thinking and clearer understanding. This book is a starting point.
