An e-conference was conducted in French and in English between 26th August 2009 and 11th September 2009 to collect views, comments and contributions on the studies.

Comment peut-on être transhumant en ce début de 21ème siècle ? Comment peut-on l’être dans un pays comme le Tchad, réputé  depuis de longues décennies pour son insécurité? Pourquoi des familles entières préfèrent-elles passer leur vie à accompagner leurs troupeaux sur des centaines de kilomètres plutôt que de rester tranquilles à la même place ? Plus encore, comment, en se déplaçant sur de telles distances, avec des dromadaires dont le comportement est si peu grégaire, parviennent-elles à cohabiter avec les autres communautés d’agriculteurs ou d’éleveurs ?

 

Autant d’interrogations et de défis que le présent ouvrage s’efforce d’éclairer de manière originale. En effet, deux étudiants, l’un tchadien, l’autre expatrié, tous deux arabisants, six mois durant, ont vécu dans un campement de chameliers et ont pu observer, au quotidien, les activités de ces familles tout au long de leur transhumance du nord au sud, depuis la fin des pluies jusqu’à la saison froide.

 

Ce faisant, pour les lecteurs peu familiers des espaces sahéliens, ce sont trois idées préconçues qui se trouvent directement mises en question à travers les observations des auteurs. D’abord, ébranlant l’image habituellement médiatisée du Tchad, nous voyons des pasteurs qui, grâce à leur ingéniosité et à une organisation sociale exceptionnelle, développent de réelles capacités à poursuivre leur élevage, malgré un contexte d’insécurité. Ensuite, alors que l’élevage transhumant est très souvent considéré comme dépassé, nous sommes en présence d’un groupe humain dont la mobilité et la flexibilité lui permettent remarquablement de tirer parti de la grande variabilité des pâturages et des points d’eau. Enfin, le relevé des faits bat en brèche l’opinion selon laquelle les transhumants se comporteraient tous comme des envahisseurs auprès des agriculteurs, alors qu’au contraire nous les voyons ici développer des alliances avec ces derniers et entretenir des relations de réelle complémentarité.

Item 17: Mpala Memo, July 2009

Laikipia, like most of semi-arid Africa, is facing some rather large challenges: wildlife populations are falling, human populations are growing, rainfall is becoming less predictable, and the land is becoming degraded. Now, more than ever, we need to figure out how to manage the land sustainably – in a way that balances the needs of the people and animals that live here. For many Laikipians, that balance lies between managing the land for tourism, which depends on high densities of wildlife, and ranching, which depends on high densities of cattle, sheep, and goats.
To help find this balance, several colleagues and I are starting a large experiment here on Mpala. We are calling it the GRASS project (Grazing Rangelands for Sustainable Services). GRASS is designed to test the idea that wildlife and livestock can better live together when they migrate through the landscape, rather than sharing the same land year-round. In the past, large herds of wildlife as well as pastoralists and their livestock migrated through regions like Laikipia. Now, due to human activities, these migrations have largely broken down, which may be damaging rangelands and causing declines in wildlife populations. 
With the GRASS project, we are asking whether a simulated migration using cattle can result in less competition and more positive interactions between cattle and wildlife. Over time, we hope to see if this kind of simulated migration can improve the condition of the rangelands. For example, can we graze cattle in a way that increases the nutritional quality of grass, or increases grass cover and reduces soil erosion? 

To answer these questions, we will graze cattle in two different ways: in tightly bunched herds that move frequently (our “simulated migration”), and in herds that are allowed to graze freely through a large area every day (“business as usual”). We will compare the effects of these two grazing practices on grass quality and quantity, soil fertility and erosion, wildlife behavior and abundance, and the performance of the cattle themselves. 

Our experiment is in part inspired by grazing practices used in Holistic Management (HM) but is not designed to test the HM system. Rather, we aim to test one of the theories on which HM’s “planned grazing” is founded: the idea that simulated migration using intensive cattle grazing can be used to improve the rangeland for cattle and wildlife alike.

This is a recent World Bank publication with useful information on public/private policy issues related to livestock development. Below is an excerpt from this publication. 

“Driven by population growth, urbanization, and increased income, the demand for animal-source food products in developing countries is rapidly increasing. Livestock, which already constitutes 30 percent of the agricultural GDP in the developing world, and about 40 percent of the global agricultural GDP, is one of the fastest-growing sub sectors in agriculture. Growing demand presents real opportunities for economic growth and poverty reduction in rural areas. It could directly benefit the 1 billion poor people who depend on livestock as a source of income and subsistence. Livestock also provides traction for about 50 percent of the world’s farmers and is a source of organic fertilizer for most of the world’s croplands, converting waste products into inputs in the production of high-value food. For these reasons, the sector has a critical role to play in making agriculture sustainable, in reducing poverty, and in contributing to economic growth.”

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Item 23: Harnessing benefits from improved livestock water productivity in crop-livestock systems of sub-Sahara Africa: Synthesis, The Rangeland Journal, 2009

The threat of water scarcity in sub-Sahara Africa is real, due to the expanding agricultural needs, climate variability and inappropriate land use. Livestock keeping is the fastest growing agricultural sector, partly because of increasing and changing demands for adequate, quality and diverse food for people, driven by growing incomes and demographic transitions. Besides the economic benefits, rising livestock production could also deplete water and aggravate water scarcity at local and global scales. The insufficient understanding of livestock – water interactions also led to low livestock productivity, impeded sound decision on resources management and undermined achieving positive returns on investments in agricultural water across sub-Saharan Africa. Innovative and integrated measures are required to improve water productivity and reverse the growing trends of water scarcity.
