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Item 13: Holistic Rangeland Management Lessons Paper – By Colin Nott 

Development Of Sustainable Rangeland Management Practices In The Communal Lands Of Kunene And Caprivi Regions In Namibia

Integrated Rural Development and Nature Conservation (IRDNC) has been working in partnership with the Namibian Ministry of Environment and Tourism for approximately 20 years on the securing of wildlife populations on communal land. Over the last six years IRDNC has expanded this focus to work with the Ministry of Agriculture Water and Forestry on addressing the dramatic loss of perennial grass on communal land. Reversing the loss of perennial grass in communal lands has significant livelihood, diversification and economic and social stability implications. Reversing this trend is clearly a priority for achieving Namibia’s National Development Goals.

All of Namibia except the hyper-arid zones in the far west of Namibia can be classified as rangeland. However, the current state of rangeland in Namibia is in a worrying state.

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Item 18: Cattle Breeding, Complexity and Mobility in a Structurally unpredictable Environment: 

The Wodaabe Herders of Niger, Saverio Kralti
This paper explores the production strategy of a group of full-time mobile pastoralists from the perspective of their cattle-breeding system. The system is geared towards high reliability of good performance rather than towards maximizing peak productivity. At the core of the system is the organization of the cattle population along matriarchal lineages, for structuring animal diversity and ensuring the transmission of economically crucial functionality. The paper argues for a more sophisticated notion of pastoral mobility, capable of reflecting the herders’ understanding of mobility and its role in enhancing the standard productivity of the bush, transforming unpredictable variability into a key resource.

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Item 19: Protecting Traditional Knowledge from the Grassroots up, IIED Briefing, June 2009
For indigenous people round the world, traditional knowledge based on natural resources such as medicinal herbs form the core of culture and identity. But this wealth of knowledge is under pressure. Indigenous communities are increasingly vulnerable to eviction, environmental degradation and outside interests eager to monopolize control over their traditional resources. Intellectually property rights such as patents, however, sit uneasily with tradition knowledge. Their commercial focus wars with fundamental indigenous principles such as resources access the sharing. Local customary law offers a better fit, and findings in China, India, Kenya, Panama and Peru show this pairing can work in practice. The research had identified common elements and key differences in customary law that should be informing policy on traditional knowledge and genetic resources.

Item 20: Climate Change to Increase Malnutrition, Raise Food Prices, and Lower Crop Yields
A new report from the International Food Policy Research Institute (IFPRI) examines the interplay between climate change, agriculture, and food security and provides projections for climate change’s impact on crop production, food prices, and malnutrition. Climate Change: Impact on Agriculture and Costs of Adaptation projects that in 2050, there will be 25 million additional malnourished children, a 90% increase in wheat prices, and a 15% decline in irrigated rice yields in developing countries, all compared to a scenario without climate change. Critically, agricultural productivity investments of US$7.1–7.3 billion are essential to avoid these negative impacts. The report is the first to combine detailed modeling of crop growth under climate change with insights from an extremely detailed global agriculture model, and it also uses two climate scenarios to simulate future climate.
