Item 2: 2nd International Conference: Climate, Sustainability and Development in Semi-arid Regions Fortaleza, Ceara – BRAZIL, 16-20 August 2010 
Historically, socially and economically, drylands have been key regions for global sustainability. This message must be communicated to the global community, according to Brazil’s Professor Antonio Rocha Magalhães, Director of the second International Conference on Climate Change, Sustainability and Development in the Semi-arid Regions (ICID 2010).
Noting that Brazil’s Amazon forest is well known, but not its drylands, the delegation stressed the need to draw attention to the importance of the well being of the drylands people in Brazil and elsewhere, and to advocate an agenda for policy development.

The ICID 2010 will take place from 16-20 August 2010 in Fortaleza, Brazil. It is part of Brazil’s preparatory process towards the implementation for the United Nations General Assembly’s decision to hold in Brazil, in 2012, the World Summit on the Follow-up of Agenda 21, the Programme for the Further Implementation of Agenda 21 and the outcomes of the World Summit for Sustainable Development.

Item 3: Sheep on the move: A trek through Europe to highlight mobile herding 5th June – 17th October 2010
They are good-natured, produce tasty meat, and their wool gets turned into sweaters. Everyone knows so much about sheep. But few people know about the benefits that sheep provide through grazing. As they move from place to place, mobile flocks maintain the ecology, so conserving many threatened plants, animals and insects. The landscapes they create enhance the quality of life for local people and tourists alike.
To raise awareness of the advantages of mobile livestock production, Europe’s shepherds have organized a sheep trek across Germany, Belgium and the Netherlands during the summer of 2010. The trek aims to draw attention to the contribution that mobile herding makes. The trek will start in Berlin on 5 June and end at the “Green Land Day” (Grünlandtag) in Trier on 16-17 October. The trek will be a kind of a relay walk, with each flock and shepherd covering a certain distance and then handing over to another flock for the next stage.

Special events in Paderborn (1 August), Duisburg (21 August), Brussels (16 September) and Trier (17 October) will highlight the contributions of sheep. Other events may be organized through out the trek. The trek will provide excellent opportunities for school classes to learn about agriculture and ecology in general, and mobile herding in particular.

(ii) Livestock biodiversity, ecosystems and livestock-keeping communities are interdependent. 

The guidelines provide also a practical guidance on how to plan and implement activities relating to local livestock breeds and animal genetic resource management according to the principles and rights embodied in Livestock Keepers’ Rights.

Item 13: Property Rights Conflict, Customary Institutions and the State: the Case of Agro-Pastoralists in Mieso District, Eastern Ethiopia

This paper examines inter-ethnic conflict over grazing land previously accessed as common property. It presents results of a study undertaken in Mieso district of eastern Ethiopia where two ethnic groups maintain different production systems – pastoral and agropastoral. The historical change in land use by one of the ethnic groups, resource scarcity, violation of customary norms, power asymmetry and livestock raids are among the factors that have contributed to the recurrence of conflict. Particularly important is the role of raids in triggering conflict and restricting access to grazing areas.

Item 23: Raika stage Agitation for Grazing Rights
On 22 July 2010, the streets of this small town at the edge of the Aravalli Hills in central Rajasthan were painted red with the trademark turbans and veils of a procession of 1800 Raika herders. Men, women and children had come to deliver an appeal to the Forest Department to restore their traditional grazing rights in the surrounding forests. During the monsoon season, these livestock keepers who graze large herds of sheep and goats, as well as a diminishing number of camels, depend on access to the forest areas when crops are sown in the fields. The community is deeply angered by the fact that this year the Forest Department has imposed a daily fine of Rs. 11 for each sheep. This is unaffordable by their standards, but they are even more incensed that they are not given proper receipt for grazing fees as was earlier the case.
