Item 1: Equator Prize 2010
The Call for Nominations for the Equator Prize 2010 officially opened on 11 January 2010. The Equator Prize is awarded biennially by the UNDP Equator Initiative for outstanding local, indigenous and community efforts to reduce poverty through the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity. Now in its fifth award cycle, the Equator Prize has special significance this year: the International Year of Biodiversity, 2010. The Equator Prize 2010 will be awarded to twenty-five local and indigenous communities from across the tropics. "Special recognition" will be awarded to five communities; one from each region of prize eligibility (Africa, Asia and the Pacific, and Latin America and the Caribbean), one for indigenous peoples and applied traditional knowledge, and one for ecosystem-based adaptation to climate change. Equator Prize winners receive international recognition for their work, an opportunity to shape international policy and practice in the field, and a monetary award. Throughout the world and over centuries, small-scale livestock keepers and pastoralists have developed animal breeds that are well suited to their local conditions. These breeds are hardy and disease-resistant; they can survive on little water and scant vegetation. Nevertheless, these breeds are in danger of disappearing, pushed out by modern production techniques and out-competed by exotic breeds. Finding niche markets for their products is one possible way of ensuring the survival of these breeds, and enabling the people who keep them to earn more from their existing lifestyle. This book describes eight cases from Africa, Asia and Latin America where outside interventions have attempted to develop markets for specialty products from local breeds. The cases include wool, cashmere, meat, hides, milk and dairy products, from dromedaries, Bactrian camels, sheep and goats. 

The writeshop that formed the basis of this book was co-organized by the League for Pastoral Peoples and Endogenous Livestock Development, the LIFE (Local Livestock for Empowerment) Network, and the International Union for Conservation of Nature–World Initiative for Sustainable Pastoralism (IUCN–WISP) with the support of the Environmental Monitoring Group (EMG). The book was published by FAO in its series of Animal Production and Health Papers. 

We regret that the publication is currently available only in English, however WISP will translate this to French and Spanish in the course of the year.

Item 15: Publication – Mobile Pastoralists and Education: Strategic Options

Educating nomadic peoples in the context of rapid global socio-economic change is a challenge of massive proportions. This paper sets out to address this challenge in two ways. Firstly, it maps out the conceptual terrain, analysing the key debates in relation to terms that are often misleadingly used as if they are interchangeable – education, schooling, and learning. Greater clarity on terminology, and its underlying assumptions, shows how the educational marginalisation of nomadic groups has been created, and sustained. Secondly, building on this analysis, the paper reviews successful and innovative approaches to education provision around the world that can inform and inspire new approaches to nomadic education. As old assumptions are challenged and corrected, obstacles that previously seemed insurmountable can be overcome.

Item 16: PARIMA Research Briefs

The PARIMA project was established in 1997 and conducts research, training, and outreach in an effort to improve welfare of pastoral and agro-pastoral peoples with a focus on northern Kenya and southern Ethiopia. Foundation concepts include the exploration of opportunities to better diversify incomes and assets and how to improve access to natural resources, information, and various public services. 

The PARIMA project has facilitated collective action, empowerment of women, and increased involvement in livestock marketing among pastoralists on the Borana Plateau since 2001. Fifty-nine collective-action groups formed by PARIMA and her partners have been recently merged into market-oriented cooperatives, consistent with government policy. Item 17: First Ever Project to Insure Cows, Camels, and Goats in Kenya’s Arid North

Thousands of herders in arid areas of northern Kenya will be able to purchase insurance policies for their livestock, based on the first-of-its-kind program in Africa that uses satellite images of grass and other vegetation that indicate whether drought will put their camels, cows, goats and sheep at risk of starvation. The project was announced on Monday, January 25, 2010 in northern Kenya’s arid Marsabit District by Nairobi-based International Livestock Research Institute (ILRI), microfinance pioneer Equity Band and African insurance provider UAP Insurance Ltd.

Item 20: Landmark Decision Rules Kenya’s Removal of Indigenous People from Ancestral Land Illegal

In a landmark decision, an African regional body has found the Kenyan government guilty of violating the rights of the country’s indigenous Endorois community, by evicting them from their lands to make way for a wildlife reserve.

 

The decision, by the African Commission on Human and Peoples’ Rights, creates a major legal precedent by recognising, for the first time in Africa, indigenous peoples’ rights over traditionally owned land and their right to development. The decision was adopted by the African Commission in May 2009 and approved by the African Union at its January 2010 meeting in Addis Ababa.

Item 21: Monitoring Of Local Rangelands Through Building of Enclosures in Sandy Areas
A WISPnet member is looking for technical information and recommendations regarding the Monitoring of Local Rangelands Through Building of Enclosures in Sandy Areas. 

The major challenge they have faced in these enclosures is the accumulation of sand. This is thought to be caused by the wind speed dropping because of the wire mesh around the enclosure thus causing sand to be deposited. After a couple of years, monitoring is ineffective because soil conditions are different between the inside and the outside of the enclosure.

Experiences in the same conditions are being sought to get technical recommendations on issues such as:

· Size of the enclosure

· Height of the wire mesh

· Size of the wire mesh
