Entre los Andes en el Oeste y el Océano Atlántico en el Este y Sur, Argentina tiene unos 58 millones de bovinos; casi el 70 % del ganado es criado en pastizales. Los pastizales también sostienen la cría de ovejas, cabras, caballos, mulas, burros, guanacos, llamas y vicuñas.

El IX Congreso Internacional de Pastizales – IRC2011, se llevó a cabo del 2 al 8 de abril en Rosario, Argentina. El congreso fue organizado por el INTA – Instituto Nacional de Tecnología Agropecuaria – y la AAMPN – Asociación Argentina para el Manejo de Pastizales Naturales.

Item 5: New MA Programme in Drylands Policy and Climate Change Adaptation 

Breaking the cycle of impoverishment of vulnerable communities in the drylands of Africa is the ultimate goal of this new MA. This is of particular urgency not only because the geographical location of the drylands puts them on the front-line of global climate change, but also because of the acute lack of understanding policy-makers have of the dynamics of drylands livelihood systems.
Commencing Sept 2011, the MA is being offered by Kimmage Development Studies Centre ( www.kimmagedsc.ie ), based in Dublin, Ireland, in collaboration with Sokoine University of Agriculture, Tanzania (www.suanet.ac.tz),  with support from Mekelle University, Ethiopia; The University of Nairobi, Kenya, and the International Institute of Environment and Development, UK.  
This unique programme is targeted at present and future policy makers, development practitioners and staff within international agencies, especially those whose work is concerned with supporting dryland communities.
Participants attend the first semester in Kimmage DSC and the second in Sokoine University.  They have an additional 7 months to undertake research in a drylands area, with the support of one or more of the partner institutes of the consortium, and to complete a final dissertation.

In other words, what are the key elements that characterise the differential adaptive performance in arid margin between hunter-gatherer and agriculturist societies? To answer the questions a group of archaeologists, computer scientists, and anthropologists will work together to collect archaeological and ethnographic data that will be used to calibrate potential scenarios through computer modelling. 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Item 19: Linking and geotagging pastoralist and mobile production systems 

Both shifting cultivation and pastoralism are essential production systems because they are a living reservoir of adaptive genes. For many traditional populations devoted to such livelihoods, mobility is still perceived as a prerequisite for conserving agrobiodiversity and animals breeds. On the other hand, governments, as well as some conservation organizations alike, tend to associate mobility with uncertainty, poverty, lack of technical skill and, overall, with a precarious life-style: “an endlessly roaming around in search of food”.

As a result, in many southern countries, resettlement schemes are implemented as adjoining strategies to poverty eradication. Moreover, large-scale mining, commercial logging, biofuel and oil-palm plantations further contribute to forcefully sedentarize mobile communities, displacing them from their ancestral territories.
