Breaking the cycle of impoverishment of vulnerable communities in the drylands of Africa is the ultimate goal of this new MA. This is of particular urgency not only because the geographical location of the drylands puts them on the front-line of global climate change, but also because of the acute lack of understanding policy-makers have of the dynamics of drylands livelihood systems.
Commencing Sept 2011, the MA is being offered by Kimmage Development Studies Centre ( www.kimmagedsc.ie ), based in Dublin, Ireland, in collaboration with Sokoine University of Agriculture, Tanzania (www.suanet.ac.tz),  with support from Mekelle University, Ethiopia; The University of Nairobi, Kenya, and the International Institute of Environment and Development, UK.  
This unique programme is targeted at present and future policy makers, development practitioners and staff within international agencies, especially those whose work is concerned with supporting dryland communities.
Participants attend the first semester in Kimmage DSC and the second in Sokoine University.  They have an additional 7 months to undertake research in a drylands area, with the support of one or more of the partner institutes of the consortium, and to complete a final dissertation.

Livestock keepers’ rights (LKR) is a concept developed by civil society during the “Interlaken process” and is advocated for by a group of non-government organizations, livestock keepers, pastoralist associations and scientists who support community-based conservation of local breeds. This study provides an overview of the rationale, history and content of LKR and suggests that biocultural or community protocols are a means of invoking the principles of LKR even in the absence of their legal enshrinement. It is concluded that besides striving for legal codification of LKR its principles should form the basis of pro-poor and ecological livestock development in general.

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Item 12:  Herders’ Perceptions on Ruminant Livestock Breeds and Breeding Management in Southwestern Niger 
This study documents indigenous knowledge of breeds of cattle, sheep and goats in southwestern Niger, and includes both pastoralists and agro-pastoralists. Our study included sheep and goats in view of the increasing importance of small ruminants in livestock production systems in the Sahel since the drought of the 1970s and 1980s. This study was carried out under the Desert Margins Program (DMP) project on arresting land degradation and the conservation of biodiversity in desert margins of sub-Saharan Africa, partly funded by the Global Environment Facility (GEF).

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Item 13: Property Rights Conflict, Customary Institutions and the State: the Case of Agro-Pastoralists in Mieso District, Eastern Ethiopia

This paper examines inter-ethnic conflict over grazing land previously accessed as common property. It presents results of a study undertaken in Mieso district of eastern Ethiopia where two ethnic groups maintain different production systems – pastoral and agropastoral. The historical change in land use by one of the ethnic groups, resource scarcity, violation of customary norms, power asymmetry and livestock raids are among the factors that have contributed to the recurrence of conflict. Particularly important is the role of raids in triggering conflict and restricting access to grazing areas.

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Item 14:  From beef cattle to sheep under global warming? An analysis of adaptation by livestock species choice in South America

This paper examines how South American farmers' choices of livestock species vary across the range of climate and in turn infer from them as to what would happen under climate changes. We examine the choice of five primary species using a multinomial logit model with and without climate variability measures based on 1300 livestock farm surveys in seven countries. The results indicate that climate variables are highly significant determinants of primary species choice after controlling for soils, geography, household characteristics, and country fixed effects. We find the probability of adopting any livestock increases with warming, but decreases when it becomes too wet. The impacts of climate change would vary by species and climate scenarios.

Such programs have often been justified by broader economic development narratives, which have placed commercialization and export trade as, apparently, a driving force for poverty reduction. Therefore, it has often been assumed that in pastoralist areas a linear and simple relationship exists between “better access to export markets” and “poverty alleviation.”

The price of staple foods rocketed, sparking a major food crisis. More than 3.6 million people needed food aid. Spain's Supreme Court has stopped the construction of 2.285 homes and a golf course in Jumilla (Murcia) in response to the complaint filed by a pastoralist in 2006, who feared that such development would not only block the way for his 500 sheep and 70 goats, but would also bring about water scarcity to meet the needs of the townspeople. It is the second ruling in favour of farmer Pascual Carrión. The first one was suspended after the Jumilla Municipality appealed the ruling on the grounds that it had not had the opportunity to make its submissions. The pastoralist is standing up against Grupo San José, a corporate conglomerate with a turnover of 1,083 million Euros in 2009, which has undertaken a host of projects in Spain, Eastern Europe, and Latin America, as well as in Jumilla (23,000 inhabitants), where the megaproject is fully endorsed by the Municipality.

They can make 50,000 tugrik a kilogram ($37) in a country where 35 percent of the population still lives below the poverty line.
