To highlight the importance of camel and challenges it faces, a World Camel Day was proposed by Dr. Abdul Raziq kakar President Society of Animals, Vets and Environmental Scientists(SAVES) and ultimately June 22 was declared to be observed as the World Camel Day. Drylands are judiciously used by precious indigenous livestock and camel is one of them. Pakistan hosts three species of camels and two of them namely Regi and Brahvi are raised in Balochistan. The current number of these camels in Pakistan is one million. However these camels are facing a number of challenges/threats which include loss of habitat due to climate change, and fodder shortages among others. Camel is considered to be the best climate change animal as it needs less to eat and efficiently produces more than any other livestock specie on per unit feed/water consumption.

The Indigenous Fellowship Programme (IFP) was launched by the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR) in the context of the first International Decade of the World's Indigenous Peoples (1995/2004).

The aim of the programme is to give indigenous peoples the opportunity to gain knowledge on the UN system and mechanisms dealing with human rights in general and indigenous issues in particular so they can assist their organizations and communities in protecting and promoting the rights of their people. In its first decade, more than 100 indigenous men and women from 46 countries undertook the programme. They provided human rights training to many more in their communities.

The IFP is accessible in four different languages: English, French, Spanish and Russian. The selected candidates are entitled to a return flight ticket, living expenses and basic health insurance for the duration of the training programme. The programme -in its four linguistic versions - is held annually. In 2011, a review of the IFP was undertaken and it was decided to merge all the linguistic components into one single training programme (with simultaneous interpretation) lasting from 4 to 5 weeks in Geneva.

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Item 15: Cattle Breeding, Complexity and Mobility in a Structurally Unpredictable Environment: The Wodaabe Herders of Niger by Saverio Krätli

This paper explores the production strategy of a group of full-time mobile pastoralists from the perspective of their cattle-breeding system. The system is geared towards high reliability of good performance rather than towards maximizing peak productivity. At the core of the system is the organization of the cattle population along matriarchal lineages, for structuring animal diversity and ensuring the transmission of economically crucial functionality. The paper argues for a more sophisticated notion of pastoral mobility, capable of reflecting the herders’ understanding of mobility and its role in enhancing the standard productivity of the bush, transforming unpredictable variability into a key resource.

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Entrefilet 17: Documentaire - Tant qu'il y aura des bergers

Depuis des millénaires, les éleveurs ovins font transiter leurs troupeaux des plaines asséchées par l’approche de l’été vers les pâturages tout neufs des pentes montagneuses libérées de l’hiver. La pratique se poursuit, notamment dans le sud de la France. Lorsqu’arrive le mois de juin, 600.000 bêtes quittent les plaines de Provence pour aller trouver l’herbe des Alpes. Cette « grande transhumance » qui déplace les troupeaux sur plusieurs centaines de kilomètres se pratiquait jusqu’au milieu du siècle dernier à pied. Elle se fait désormais par camion. Jusqu’en octobre, bêtes et bergers resteront sur les estives. Les bergers, autrefois exclusivement issus de familles d’éleveurs, viennent aujourd’hui de plus en plus des milieux citadins. Ce sont souvent des jeunes, en quête d’un autre mode de vie, plus proche de la nature. Pour Interception, Pascal Dervieux et Hervé Dejardin ont suivi un troupeau de 900 bêtes, du mas provençal de Saint Martin de Crau, jusqu’aux pentes du Mercantour. Ils y ont observé le travail quotidien des bergers, enregistré leurs réflexions, leurs inquiétudes aussi. Celle du loup en particulier, dont le retour dans le secteur alimente les conversations. « Tant qu’il y aura des bergers » est diffusé, comme tous les reportages d’Interception, en stéréo. Mais on peut aussi télécharger sur le site de France Inter l’émission en format 5.1 (son multicanal, ou « surround »). L’ensemble du reportage a été tourné en effet en son spatial, ce qui restitue la dimension grandiose des espaces sonores alpins.

For millennia, sheep farmers have been transiting their herds along the plains trained by the approach of summer pastures to the brand new mountain slopes released every winter. The practice continues, especially in the south of France. In June, 600,000 animals left the plains of Provence to go to the grass in the Alps. "Great transhumance" which moves the herds over several hundred kilometers was practiced until the middle of last century on foot. It is now done by truck. Shepherds and animals remain on the mountain pastures until October. The shepherds, once exclusively from families of farmers, are now increasingly from urban environments often young people, in search of another way of life closer to nature. Pascal Herve Dervieux Dejardin followed a herd of 900 animals, from the Provencal farmhouse in Saint Martin de Crau, to the slopes of Mercantour. They observed the daily work of the shepherds, recorded their thoughts, concerns, too. Especially the wolf, whose return is fueling conversations.

Across large parts of Ethiopia, Kenya and Somalia, livestock are dying in huge numbers because they cannot get water and pasture. Ominously, no rains are due until September, so even if the next rainy season is a good one pasture won’t recover until October at the earliest. Until then things can only get worse, and the cruellest irony of all is that the first rains bring a cold shock that many of the undernourished surviving animals won’t be able to survive. Hundreds of millions of dollars’ worth of livestock will die. Tens of thousands of children may well die too, while hundreds of thousands of stricken people flock to refugee camps in search of food and medical care.
