Item 2: UNCCD COP 10, 10-21 October 2011, South Korea 
 
COP10 successfully concluded after two weeks of more than 6,000 delegates and participants meeting and negotiating on efforts to reverse desertification, land degradation and drought.
 
Final meetings of the Committees for the Review of the Implementation of the Convention and of the whole took places with actions taken on many important issues for the COP, such as the advocacy policy framework, collaboration with the Global Environment Facility, streamlining the governance of the Global Mechanism and the Secretariat of the Convention, and approval of programme of work and budget for 2012 and 2013. The COP was called to a close at 2:00am on Saturday morning.
 
The major outcomes of COP10 include: creating a solid scientific foundation within UNCCD; high-level political support, including the Changwon Initiative, for the process of UNCCD; and sending a strong message on combating land degradation to next year's UN Conference on Sustainable Development, often called Rio+20, to be held in Brazil next June.

Item 5: Doctoral Candidate needed to study “The adaptive nature of culture.  A cross-cultural analysis of the returns of Local Environmental Knowledge in three indigenous societies”
 
Duration of contract: January 2012- December 2014 
Duration of field work: January 2012-June 2013 
 
Researchers debate the role of culture in shaping human adaptive strategy. Some researchers  suggest that the behavioural adaptations that explain the success of our species are partially  cultural, i.e., cumulative and transmitted by social learning.  Others find that cultural knowledge has often resulted in maladaptive practices, loss of technologies, and societies’ collapse. Despite the importance of the debate, we lack empirical and comparative research on the mechanisms through which culture might shape human adaptation. Researchers working on this project will collect data to test a pathway through which cultural knowledge might enhance human adaptive strategy: the individual returns to culturally evolved and environment-specific knowledge. To carry out the study, one more doctoral candidate is needed to serve as a research associate.

About half of the irrigated land in Ethiopia lies in the Awash Valley. The bulk of this land was once riverine pastures used in the dry season and as a drought refuge by pastoral herds; now it grows primarily cotton and sugar cane. The object of this study is to compare the economic returns derived from devoting the Awash valley to pastoralism versus irrigated cotton or sugar cultivation. The analysis will show that pastoralism is either economically comparable or more advantageous than cotton cultivation. 
While a well-run private cotton farm can achieve rough productive parity with pastoralism, state cotton farms lost money for decades and are now either abandoned or leased to private farmers. The state’s sugar estates are, however, more profitable than its old cotton estates. Whether sugar is also more profitable than livestock production is uncertain, and the answer to this question has immediate practical significance. Pastoralists and farmers along the Awash are currently losing additional land to expanding government-owned sugar plantations.

Pastoralists are agriculturalists who keep domesticated livestock on natural pastures and depend upon their animals as their primary source of income. Supplementary sources of income include agriculture, trade and handicraft production, and increasingly, salaried income, remittances, and pensions. While virtually all pastoralists exchange livestock products for grain and processed food, pastoral households also provision themselves by directly consuming the milk and meat output of their herds. Ranchers, the common label for pastoralists in industrial countries, routinely have secure title to at least some of the land they use, but many pastoralists in developing countries lack clear property rights because they occupy customary or tribal rangelands that are legally owned by the state, are controlled/owned by the pastoral community itself, or are claimed by other interest groups.
