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The Center for American Progress is a progressive think thank in many policy arenas including energy policy and resource economics. Their Oceans Program is a new venture headed by John Podesta. Their focus is the interface of ocean economics and ocean industries, tackling such questions as how to work with industries to promote policies supporting both the economy and healthy oceans.
CAP’s strength is in media and communications for progressive policy messaging, and Mike is bringing oceans into this mix. The program is starting with key ocean industries such as fisheries management and sustainability, particularly in New England; offshore energy; and national ocean planning and CMSP (cooperation between disparate user groups and prioritization of initiatives and activities).
The program is also exploring natural resource valuation and using such metrics to explain to policy makers and public what the value of healthy oceans means.
