DCMC Meeting: Oceans and Climate Change
The DC Marine Community (DCMC) meeting on Oceans and Climate Change will focus an effort to draw together a broad range of policy and action ideas related to oceans and climate change. A preliminary IUCN working document on ‘Tools and Guidelines for Oceans and Climate Change Actions’ will be distributed to the DCMC prior to the meeting. The paper should set the stage for a broader discussion with IUCN members and partner’s on oceans and climate change initiatives: with both the large NGO’s and the wider DCMC Community. IUCN will begin the meeting with a general overview on oceans and climate change, followed by a small panel of experts from the NGO community. 
An open forum discussion will then be steered towards: a) what the marine community at large is working on in regards to oceans and climate change, and  b) what specific actions can be taken in the future. The goal is to draw together a broad range of community perspectives along with policy and action ideas for the topics and themes included in the paper.
